The appeal must
specify the grounds of appeal and must be based on the process and/or procedures used in the
review and recommendation of application for awards.

The Board of Governors will meet on January 13-14, 2020 to review these recommendations and
take final action. Upon approval by the Board of Governors, the Chancellor’s Office will contact

selected districts to discuss next steps in the award process.
