Land Acknowledgement 
(Vice Chancellor Feist) 
This digest item provided information about the development of a land acknowledgement 
for the Chancellor’s Office developed in consultation with tribal leaders and as part of 
efforts to increase outreach to tribal communities and American Indian/Alaska Native 
(AIAN) students. 

Discussion Summary: 
• CCA/CTA inquired about CO engagement with tribal communities. 

• CO confirmed outreach with tribal faculty, students, and previous statewide academic 
senate presidents. 

• CCCT thanked the CO for their work on this digest item. 

• ASCCC inquired about potential future opportunities and outreach efforts in shared 
practices. 

• CCA/CTA suggested a pre-existing list of contacts or media person. 

• CSSO encouraged land acknowledgment. 

• CO mentioned the development of a list serv and shared the Land Acknlowledgement 
Toolkit (https://www.cccco.edu/-/media/CCCCO-Website/Files/undocumented-
students/land-acknowledgement-toolkit-cccco-aug-2022-a11y.pdf).

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Digest Item 1.6: Update on 2021-2022 Enrollment and Fall 2022 Student 
Survey, and Future Opportunities 
(Interim Deputy Chancellor Navarette and Executive Vice Chancellor Hetts) 
This digest item updated the September Consultation Council item to provide the final 
student headcount for 2021-2022 and the final results from the statewide survey of 
potential, current, and former students who had previously applied to the California 
Community Colleges, the report for which will be released later this month. 

Discussion Summary: 
• ASCCC inquired about course availability based on student interest. 

• CSSO stated that surveys for data on student interests or region-specific information are 
best handled at the college level. 

• CCCCIO expressed concerns with college programs at the local level. 

• CSSO discussed the general dual enrollment campaign around, and encouraged a 
connection point to local colleges. 

• CO restated the campaign’s strategy. 

• CCA/CTA voiced concern over how little is spent on high school-specific marketing. 

• CO proposed further discussions regarding the designation of a month for synchronized 
recruitment. 

• CCCCIO expressed enthusiasm for the statewide campaign. 

• The CCCT discussed their development approach for dual enrollment programs, which 
includes the use of counselors as resources. 

• CO shared the Recovery with Equity in Outreach document (https://www.cccco.edu/-
/media/CCCCO-Website/Files/recovery-in-equity-with-outreach-rse.pdf). 

Digest Item 1.8: Other  
(Interim Deputy Chancellor Navarette)
