Notification:  This memorandum is a formal notification of intent to award CTE Teacher Preparation Pipeline grants.  A list of the applications proposed for funding is listed on page 2. Process:  The districts’ grant applications were reviewed and competitively scored by grant readers pursuant to the Contracts and Grants Manual, Section 3440.

Results:  Based on the scores, applications were assigned to one of three categories:

1. Funded (F) –The grant application is recommended for funding.
2. Eligible-Not Funded (E-NF) – The grant application received a passing score, but funds were too limited to reach that far down on the list.

3. Not Eligible (NE) – The application’s score was below 75 points.

Districts have ten business days, until April 30, 2008, to enter a protest.  Please refer to the Grants and Contracts Manual, Section 3470, for information on correctly filing a protest.  If a protest is entered during this period, the grants in that category will not be awarded until the protest is resolved.  The appeal must specify the grounds of appeal and must be based on the process and/or procedures used in the review and recommendation of applications of awards.
Revisions:  System Office staff may contact the districts receiving funding to request technical changes, including an increase or decrease in the budget, that are needed to complete the execution of the grant agreement.  Revisions must be received and approved before the grant can be processed for funding.

Executed Agreements:  A copy of the fully executed grant agreement will be mailed to the district/college.  Funds for these agreements will be paid according to the process and amounts identified in the RFA.
For audit purposes, funded district/college must retain a copy of the grant agreement, the RFA specification, and the Academic Affairs, Instructional Programs and Services, Terms and Conditions 2007-08, for five years.  Collectively, these documents constitute the legally binding agreement to perform the specified work.
