Submission of a Letter of Intent to Submit an Application for the 2008-09 California High School Exit Exam (CAHSEE) Preparation Program Grant Fund 
The purpose of this memorandum is to solicit your interest in applying for a project in the 2008-09 California High School Exit Exam (CAHSEE) Preparation Program.  Only districts/colleges that express interest in applying by submitting a Letter of Intent will be sent the Request for Application (RFA).  Districts/colleges that submit a Letter of Intent by March 10, 2008 will receive a copy of the RFA and may submit a proposal by May 13, 2008 to be considered for a 2008-09 CAHSEE project.  
Districts/colleges that receive an RFA are not required to submit a proposal.  The funding and implementation of any selected proposals as potential projects are contingent on CAHSEE funds remaining in the 2008-09 California State Budget.  Activities can’t be implemented until a 2008-09 California State Budget is passed and there is a fully executed grant agreement between the district and the Chancellor’s Office.
The Governor’s proposed 2008-09 California State Budget appropriates $9,000,000 to the Board of Governors of the California Community Colleges with the goal to assist and support students of the Class of 2008 that have not successfully passed the CAHSEE.  The 2008-09 CAHSEE Preparation Program provides funds to projects selected through a competitive grant process.  The program will provide support to students in their preparation to take the CAHSEE for the following priority groups:

1. High school students from the Class of 2008 who met all other graduation requirements except for the passage of one or both parts of the CAHSEE.

2. High school students from the Class of 2008 who have not completed required coursework for graduation and who have not passed one or both parts of the CAHSEE.
