Flexible Calendar Program Compliance Request for FY 2006-07 – THIRD NOTICE
Response Required to Avoid Potential Reduction of Apportionment

On June 1, 2006, the annual Flexible Calendar Program certification request was issued to all college Chief Human Resource Officers.  Colleges were given through August 1, 2006, to submit the annual certification to the Chancellor’s Office.  A second notice was issued on August 8, 2006, to all colleges that had not met the original certification deadline.  Colleges were given through September 8, 2006, to comply with the certification requirements specified in Section 55730 of Title 5.  To date, our office has not received the Flexible Calendar Program certification documents from your college.  

Each college involved in the Flexible Calendar Program is required to certify to the System Office that the college is in compliance with the Title 5 regulation Sections 55726, 55728 and 55730.  Specifically, the college certifies that it has met the following requirements of Title 5:
· Agreements and records are maintained for each employee who performs flex activities in lieu of classroom instruction.  The number of hours of flex activities is at least equal to the classroom hours from which the employee is released, plus associated hours of out-of-classroom responsibilities (55726).

· Attendance accounting data as requested, for purposes of calculating the flex adjustment, are reported to the Chancellor's Office Fiscal Services Unit (55728).

· An assessment of needs and a plan of activities are developed annually (55730).

· Records of participation are maintained and evaluation is conducted annually (55730).

· A flex advisory committee including faculty, students, administrators, and other interested persons meets regularly to make recommendations (55730).

 Additionally, Title 5 Section 55732(b) states that one of the ongoing responsibilities of the Chancellor is to “periodically review documentation from selected districts to determine whether they are in compliance with the provision of Sections 55726, 55728 and 55730, and to determine whether they are conducting their flexible calendar operations in a manner consistent with the approved requests.”
Considering that the Flexible Calendar Program removes time from classroom instruction and is funded by state general funds otherwise apportioned for student instruction, it is imperative that the integrity of the Flexible Calendar Program be assured.  Therefore, we request that your college comply with Section 55730(f) of Title 5 by submitting the Flexible Calendar Program certification by January 31, 2007. If the certifications are not received by January 31, 2007, our office will exercise its responsibilities specified in Section 55732 of Title 5, which includes adjusting state apportionment for FY 2006/07 through termination of an existing Flexible Calendar Program.
