Energy Incentives Required Documentation due July 1, 2009
On February 17, 2009 you received a memo explaining how districts can become eligible for the new 2% energy incentive for new construction OR 3% energy incentive for reconstruction for state capital outlay projects per the Board of Governors’ (BOG) Energy and Sustainability Policy (enclosed).  In addition to these BOG energy incentives for state capital outlay projects, the Investor Owned Utilities (IOU) and Public Owned Utilities (POU) provide design assistance and energy incentives through their New Construction for Partnerships / Savings-by-Design (NCP/SBD) program for all of your projects.  As a benefit to you we have attempted to integrate the application processes for both of these incentive programs for state capital outlay projects.

We are rapidly approaching the July 1, 2009 due date for the 2011-12 Final Project Proposals (FPP) and 2011-15 Five-Year Plan submittals.  Since the integration of the application for these energy incentives is relatively new, please accept this memo as a reminder of what you also need to submit to our office by July 1 to ensure you are eligible to receive both of these incentive funds for your proposed state capital outlay project(s).
At this stage of the budget development process (and by July 1, 2009) we will need copies of the first 2 documents listed below.  To actually receive both of these energy incentives we will need copies of all 5 documents when they are completed:

1. Energy Usage Calculator spreadsheet (submitted along with the Five-Year Plan)
2. Letter of Interest to IOU/POU (submitted along with each FPP)
3. NCP/SBD Application 

4. Energy Efficiency recommendations from utility and/or architect
5. Energy Code savings confirmation

Energy Usage Calculator Spreadsheet
The Energy Usage Calculator spreadsheet (enclosed) provides us with 5 data points of energy use, total square footage and weeks of operation per year for each state-approved district site (including your district office) identified in your district’s Space Inventory Report. This important information needs to be submitted as an attachment to your 2011-15 Five-Year Plan, and updated and submitted with each subsequent annual Five-Year Plan. 
Letter of Interest to IOU/POU
To be eligible to receive the energy incentives for your 2011-12 FPPs, please share with us a copy of the Letter of Interest you sent to your IOU/POU to participate in their NCP/SBD program.  A sample Letter of Interest is enclosed.  As an overview please also find enclosed a “Process Description by CCC Phase” for the NCP/SBD program, and the “Eligibility Criteria” for both incentive programs.
If you also have a project proposed for funding in the system’s 2010-11 Capital Outlay Plan, please provide now a Letter of Interest for each of those projects to be eligible for the energy incentive funds.  No need to submit an Energy Usage Calculator spreadsheet for 2010-11 projects; we will use the spreadsheet submitted with your 2011-15 Five-Year Plan.   Please be sure to send in copies of documents #3 - #5 (NCP/SBD Application, Energy Efficiency recommendations from utility and/or architect, and Energy Code savings confirmation) for your 2010-11 projects as soon as possible or at the latest prior to the release of any Preliminary Plan funds.
Please contact your utility representative (IOU contacts listed below; you’ll need to contact your POU for their info) for information on the various energy aspects of these incentives.  If you have questions on your FPPs, Five-year Plans, etc., please contact your Facilities Specialist at the Chancellor’s Office; see the link below for their contact info.
