The applicant hereby assures the Board of Governors of the California Community Colleges that:


a.
Pursuant to the provisions of Section 57001.5 of Title 5 no part of this application includes a request for funding the planning or construction of dormitories, stadia, the improvement of sites for student or staff parking, single‑purpose auditoriums or student centers other than cafeterias.  The facilities included in the proposed project will be used for one or more of the purposes authorized in 57001.5 of Title 5.


b.
Any State funds received pursuant to this application shall be used solely for defraying the development costs of the proposed project.



If the application is approved, the construction covered by the application shall be undertaken in an economical manner and will not be of elaborate or extravagant design or materials.


c.
Pursuant to the provisions of Section 81837 of the Education Code, approval of the final plans and specifications for construction will be obtained from the Board of Governors of the California Community Colleges before any contract is let for the construction.


d.
No changes in construction plans or specifications made after approval of final plans which would alter the scope of work, function assignable and/or gross areas, utilities, or safety of the facility will be made without prior approval of the Chancellor’s Office of the California Community Colleges and the Department of General Services Office of Architecture and Construction.
