Synopsis:  As you know, the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006 (CTEA), 20 U.S.C. 2301 et seq. as amended by P.L. 109-270, was authorized August 12, 2006.  During the 2007-2008 transition year the application process remains much the same as under Perkins III.
