This e-mail pertains only to those colleges with current Capacity Building or Enrollment Growth Grants for Associate Degree Nursing (ADN) (RN) Programs 

SYNOPSIS:  The Chancellor's Office intends to augment current Capacity Building or Enrollment Growth for ADN RN Program project grantees.  Attached to this memo is a list of the current grantees, augmentation amounts and the specification requirements to receive the augmentation.  To receive these funds grantees must submit the supplemental Workplan provided, a revised Application Budget Summary for the total amount of grant funds including the augmentation, Budget Detail Sheet (total amount of funds including augmentation), and an amended Grant Agreement Face Sheet.  The purpose of these augmentation funds is to provide assessment, remediation and retention activities to increase the retention of students enrolled in the ADN RN programs and, ultimately, increase the number of licensed nurses.  The funds are to be used to begin the implementation of the assessment remediation and retention program.  Additional funds will be provided to the ADN programs in subsequent years to continue the retention program, dependent on continued state funding.

Face Sheets by college will be provided at the website above.  As stated earlier, Application Budget Summary and Budget Detail sheets must reflect the total amount of the grant including the augmentation and must agree with the Face Sheet amount specified for 2007-08.  

A copy of the approved grant agreement with the Executive Vice Chancellor’s signature will be mailed to the district.  Funds for these agreements will be paid through the apportionment or claims process.  For audit purposes, districts must retain a copy of the agreement, the application, the RFA specification and the Career Technical Education and Economic Development Division Legal Terms and Conditions for five years.  Collectively, these documents constitute the legally-binding agreement to perform the specified work.  

ACTION REQUESTED:  Follow the Application Instructions for Augmentation for Enrollment Growth and Retention to submit the required forms.  Submit 3 copies of the amended Grant Agreement Face Sheet with original signatures in an ink color other than black.  Submit augmentation packet by January 29, 2008.
