SYNOPSIS:  Attached to this memo is the Request for Application Specifications for Funds for Enrollment Growth and Retention for ADN RN Programs.  The Enrollment Growth and Retention for ADN RN funds continues the two-year cycle of funds allocated annually to the nursing programs since 2001-02.  This funding program has been authorized by the State of California to increase enrollments and provide retention activities in community college nursing programs.  $14 million is available for enrollment growth and $8.1 million is available for assessment, remediation and retention activities.  The intent is to continue to respond to the nursing shortage by increasing the enrollment capacity of and student retention in community college nursing programs and, ultimately, increasing the number of licensed nurses.  To receive these funds, colleges with Associate Degree Nursing Programs (RN) are required to submit applications for how the funds will be used to increase enrollments and improve retention. The Enrollment Growth for nursing funds solicitation is not a competitive process but does require an application.   The process to apply is described below.

These grants are not competitive.  These grants are to continue and/or expand the current enrollment growth and retention efforts resulting from earlier similar funds.  Pending approval of the State Budget, sufficient funds should be available to fund all ADN programs that apply.  The process for receiving these funds will be in two parts:

1. A Letter of Intent to Apply is required.  The form is attached and is due in the Chancellor's Office by February 14, 2008.  
2. The completion of an application for expenditure of these funds.  The application requirements and materials are attached to this email.  The Application is due in the Chancellor's Office by 5:00 p.m. on March 26, 2008.

The application for the use of these funds will cover two fiscal years (pending availability of funds for the second fiscal year).  College nursing programs will be required to expand or maintain previous expanded enrollment capacity and provide assessment, remediation and retention activities.  Currently there should be sufficient funds for all colleges that apply.
The form titled, “Enrollment Growth and Retention for Associate Degree Nursing (RN) Programs Letter of Intent to Apply” is due in the Chancellor's Office by 5:00 p.m. February 14, 2008.  In addition, a form titled “Application Information – Program Statistics” is required with the Letter of Intent.   
Colleges will be notified of allocation amounts for the assessment, remediation and retention funds following receipt of the Letters of Intent to Apply.

A copy of the approved grant agreement with the Executive Vice Chancellor’s signature will be mailed to the district.  Funds for these agreements will be paid through the apportionment or claims process.  For audit purposes, districts must retain a copy of the agreement, the application, the RFA specification and the Career Technical Education Legal Terms and Conditions for five years.  Collectively, these documents constitute the legally-binding agreement to perform the specified work.
