I am pleased to inform you that your district/college’s Nurse Education Initiative grant originally funded in October 2005 will be funded for potentially an additional five years – 01/01/10 to 12/31/14.  This decision is based on the successful implementation of the program objectives over the past 4.5 years, and is subject to the completion and submission of the attached renewal grant forms.
