NOTE:   
This e-mail pertains only to those colleges with Associate Degree Nursing (RN) Programs or colleges with Licensed Vocational Nurse (LVN) Programs interested in developing LVN to RN Step-Up Programs.
SYNOPSIS:  Attached to this memo is the Request for Application Specifications (RFA) for Funds for Capacity Building for Enrollment Growth and Retention for ADN RN Programs.  The Capacity Building funds pertain to the $10 million allocated annually to the community college nursing programs beginning with 2005-06 State Budget plus additional funds from the 2006-07 Budget.  This funding program has been authorized by the State of California to increase enrollments in community college nursing programs.  The intent is to respond to a nursing shortage by increasing the enrollment and retention capacity of community college nursing programs and, ultimately, increasing the number of licensed nurses.  To receive these funds, colleges with Associate Degree Nursing Programs (RN) are required to submit applications for how the funds will be used to increase enrollment and retention. Colleges with Licensed Vocational Nursing Programs may submit applications to develop LVN to RN Step-Up Programs.   This is a competitive process. The process for submitting an application is described below:

Ten regional projects will be funded.

	Faculty Recruitment and Retention for Associate Degree Nursing – Registered Nurse (RN) Programs

The number of projects funded will be dependent on the number of applications received and the number of faculty positions funded.

	Capacity Building for Enrollment Growth and Retention Program – Associate Degree Nursing – Registered Nurse (RN) Programs

Available to colleges that do not currently have Capacity Building projects – five projects will be funded.

	Enrollment Growth and Retention Program – Associate Degree Nursing – Registered Nurse (RN) Programs

The number of projects will be dependent on the number of applications received and the number of students to be served.  Funds should be sufficient to award the majority if not all applicants that apply.

	Online Nursing Faculty Registry – ADN, RN Programs

One project will be awarded to develop a statewide faculty registry to assist with recruiting faculty for the nursing programs.

	LVN to RN Step-Up Program Development

One project will be awarded to existing LVN programs.


These are competitive grants. The intent of these funds is to expand enrollments beyond current existing capacity, including and in addition to the capacity achieved with prior Capacity Building and Enrollment Growth for Nursing Funds.  The process for receiving these funds will be in two parts:

1. A Letter of Intent to Apply is requested.  If the number of Letters of Intent are equal to or less than the number of awards possible, a request for a waiver from the competitive process will be submitted to the Chancellor and all proposed projects may be funded, provided that the applications meet the required specifications.  If more Letters of Intent than awards possible are submitted, the competitive process will be completed.  The form titled, “Capacity Building for Enrollment Growth and Retention Grants for Associate Degree Nursing (RN) Letter of Intent to Apply” is requested and is due in the Chancellor's Office by 5:00 p.m. on February 22, 2007.  The Letter of Intent form is attached.  In addition, a form titled “Baseline Data and Other Information” is required with the Letter of Intent.  Please email these forms to nursing@cccco.edu. 
2. An application that conforms to the RFA specifications is due in the Chancellor's Office by 5:00 p.m. on April 4, 2007.  See the RFA specifications for funding amounts, length of project performance period(s) and criteria for award.  
A copy of the approved grant agreement with the Executive Vice Chancellor’s signature will be mailed to the district.  Funds for these agreements will be paid through the apportionment or claims process.  For audit purposes, districts must retain a copy of the agreement, the application, the RFA specification and the Career Technical Education and Economic Development Division Legal Terms and Conditions for five years.  Collectively, these documents constitute the legally-binding agreement to perform the specified work.
