New Grant Opportunity – Equipment Funds for Nursing and Allied Health Programs

SYNOPSIS: 
$8,084,000 dollars has been made available to community college nursing and allied health programs to be used to provide additional support for program enrollment and equipment needs.  The Request for Application (RFA) Specification attached to this message describes the requirements to receive grants.  These grants provide funds to local community colleges to assist in the development of capacity to enroll additional nursing and allied health students in years subsequent to the grant.  Funds will be awarded to districts based on a formula which provides a base amount of funds to each district and then a Full Time Equivalent Student amount based on the nursing and allied health enrollments by district found in the Chancellor’s Office MIS data.  See the attached allocation table titled Allocations by District, Nursing and Allied Health Equipment Funds.  This is not a competitive grant process but does require an application.   The process to apply is described below.

The intent for these funds is to purchase equipment to expand the capacity of the nursing and allied health programs to enroll the maximum number of qualified students possible or to maintain program quality.  While this is not a competitive process only those districts that meet the priorities as specified in the Request for Application Specification will be funded.  District colleges are to collaborate to complete and submit an application for the funds.  District and colleges may determine priority health occupation programs for funding.  Only career technical education programs, leading to employment in a nursing or allied health occupation, within the community college Taxonomy of Programs (TOP) Code 12 - Health series will be considered for funding.

The process for receiving these funds will be in two parts:

1. A Letter of Intent to Apply is required.  The form is attached and is due in the Chancellor's Office by January 8, 2008.  
2. The completion of an application for expenditure of these funds.  The application requirements and materials are attached to this email.  The Application is due in the Chancellor's Office by 5:00 p.m. on February 13, 2008.

The application for the use of these funds will cover eighteen months.  The funds that would have gone to colleges that choose not to participate or do not submit approvable applications, will be equally distributed to those colleges that submit approvable applications.  

The form titled, “Equipment for Nursing and Allied Health Programs Letter of Intent to Apply” is due in the Chancellor's Office by 5:00 p.m. January 8, 2008.  The application, Grant Agreement Face Sheets and Application Budget Summaries for the grant will be due February 13, 2008.

A copy of the approved grant agreement with the Executive Vice Chancellor’s signature will be mailed to the district.  Funds for these agreements will be paid through the apportionment or claims process.  For audit purposes, districts must retain a copy of the agreement, the application, the RFA specification and the Career Technical Education Legal Terms and Conditions for five years.  Collectively, these documents constitute the legally-binding agreement to perform the specified work.
