SYNOPSIS:  Attached to this memo is an Amended Request for Application Specification for the Economic Stimulus Program Funds for Allied Health Programs (The amendments are contained in IV, Response Section “Note,” Response #3 and IX, Fiscal Year Budgets of the RFA.  For convenience, the amendments are also set forth at the end of this memo. Funds have been made available to community college Allied Health programs for the following projects:

· Phase II, Allied Health Program Expansion

The Request for Application (RFA) Specification attached hereto describes the requirements to receive grants.  This is a competitive grant process. The process to apply is described below.

A contribution or leveraged funds of $1 for every $1 awarded is required.  For example, if your grant is for $100,000 you are required to have an additional $100,000 devoted to the project.  The contribution may be cash or in-kind. Contribution funds may come from the college or industry partners.  The contribution may include funds received through apportionment for each additional full-time equivalent student enrolled as a result of this program. For projects using a contract education methodology for instructional delivery, contribution funds should come from an industry partner.    

The Chancellor's Office is in the process of finalizing the agreement for these funds with the Employment Development Department.  Reporting requirements have been determined.  Job Training Automation System reporting will not be required.  This concession has been granted with the understanding that WIA funds will not be used to provide services to individual students.  Funds may be used for instruction and group support activities.  The Chancellor's Office will require online quarterly and annual reports on expenditures, activities, and outcomes.  

The process for receiving these funds will be in two parts: a Letter of Intent to Apply, and a formal Application:

1. A Letter of Intent to Apply is requested.  If the number of Letters of Intent are equal to or less than the number of awards possible, a request for a waiver from the competitive process will be submitted to the Chancellor and all proposed projects may be funded, provided that the applications meet the required specifications.  If more Letters of Intent than awards possible are submitted, the competitive process will be completed.  The form titled, “Economic Stimulus Program Funds for Allied Health Programs, Letter of Intent to Apply” is requested and is due in the Chancellor's Office by 5:00 p.m. on May 12, 2009.  The Letter of Intent form is attached.  The Letter of Intent may be emailed to WIA@cccco.edu
2. An Application that conforms to the RFA Specification is due in the Chancellor's Office by 5:00 p.m. on June 2, 2009.  See the RFA Specification for funding amounts, length of project performance period, and criteria for award.  

A copy of the approved grant agreement with the Executive Vice Chancellor’s signature will be mailed to the district.  Funds for these agreements will be paid through the apportionment or claims process.  For audit purposes, districts must retain for five (5) years a copy of the agreement, the application, the RFA Specification and the Career Technical Education Program and Economic and Workforce Development Program Request for Applications Instructions for Economic Stimulus Program Funds for Allied Health Programs. Collectively, these documents constitute the legally-binding agreement to perform the specified work.
