Question of the Month: Reporting Low-Unit Certificate Completers 
According to Title 5 changes all certificates over 18 units will be called “Certificates of Achievement” and any 12-17 units that are approved by the state will be called the same.  With that in mind, will colleges be required to report to the Chancellor’s Office, certificate completers for the locally approved certificates? 

Responses from the System Office
Stephanie Low, Specialist, Academic Affairs: In Academic Affairs, we do not think that completer data should be collected for awards that are not approved at the state level. However, I understand that completer data for CTE/VTEA purposes has been collected in the past.
Myrna Huffman, Administrator, MIS: We collect all certificate data.  We will be making some changes to the data element dictionary to reflect the 12 to less than 18 hour certificates.
