Perkins IV Title IC 2008-2009 Local Application/Instructions Available Online

On March 10, 2008 Ron Selge issued CTE Memo 08-09 announcing the release of the Perkins IV Title IC Local Application/Instructions.  In addition a “Web-based Perkins Local Application System Users Guide” is available online. In response to inquiries as to the allocation amounts, the allocation for each community college district is specified on the electronic application.  Once the district staff logs onto their application they will see the total allocation.  A statewide 2008-2009 Perkins IV Title IC allocations table will be made available shortly. Although allocation amounts are anticipated to remain consistent, the district Local Application forms will be automatically adjusted to conform with the statewide allocation table.
Passwords to access the online application are being sent to the Project Director and the Superintendent/President today.  Please note that the Project Director password is the same password used to access the “VTEA Title I-C Year-to-Date Expenditures and Progress Report.”  If for some reason you need the passwords sent again, please contact your Career Technical Education Unit regional program monitor.
