List of CCC Programs Classified as Nontraditional

The Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006 (Perkins IV) places an increased emphasis on training students for nontraditional careers.  The Act defines a nontraditional career as any career in which fewer than 25% of the employees are of a single gender and holds states and districts accountable for meeting targets to train students for careers that are nontraditional for their gender.  To assist local districts and colleges in identifying career and technical education (CTE) programs that are considered nontraditional, the Special Populations Collaborative Project has combined federal/national data resources with the California Community Colleges Chancellor’s Office (CCCCO) Taxonomy of Programs (TOP) classification system to prepare a Table of Nontraditional Programs by TOP Codes. The Special Populations Collaborative Project is also preparing to distribute this list as a brochure.

2008-09 Career Technical Education Act Core Indicator Reports

CTE memo 08-11, issued on October 14, 2008, announced the release of updated Core Indicator Reports and Negotiation Workbooks for the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act (Perkins IV).  Now available on the Chancellor’s Office website, the reports provide outcomes data for each of the core indicators of performance required in Perkins IV.  The data are also disaggregated by population groups. Trend reports are available at the college program area level (TOP Code).  Reports can be exported to either Excel or PDF (read by Adobe Acrobat reader).  The reports are available at http://misweb.cccco.edu/ under the “Perkins IV Core Indicator Reports” link.  Core indicator definitions and report specifications are available on the same web site.  No changes have been made to the Core Indicator Methodology and Report Specifications document.  Other documentation and user instructions will be posted as they become available.  Updated Negotiation Workbooks are available on the website.  Although districts are not required to renegotiate performance targets for the 2008-2009 program year, the memo described when renegotiation may benefit the district.
CTE Pathways Initiative (SB 70/1133)
The Career Technical Education Pathways Initiative (a.k.a. SB 70/SB 1133) has a budget of $58M for fiscal year 2008-2009.  Below is early information on the funding application method for current year funds for the Career Technical Education Community Collaboratives (CTE-CC).

Application process:  The anticipated funding schema for CTE-CC for 2008-2009 remains the same as the prior year.  Base funding will be provided for four mandated components:

1) Career Pathway Development or Enhancement

2) Career Exploration for 7th & 8th Graders

3) Teacher and Faculty Externship in Business and Industry

4) CTE Professional Development
Applicants also have the opportunity to apply for additional competitive funding per the prior RFA: Supplement funding and/or Workforce Innovation Partnership funding.  For your reference, the 2007-2008 RFA and associated materials are available on the System Office website provided at the end of this memo.  We anticipate providing additional funding to the established CTE-CCs.  

[Two sub-regions without a CTE-CC will also be eligible for funding.  The System Office will provide special application methods for those two sub-regions – the Los Angeles San Fernando Valley region and the Yuba County sub-region.]

The specific application process is anticipated to be markedly different.  The System Office is working on an “On-line” application that will be much more like a database rather than the narrative process previously used.  We are targeting mid-December 2008 for having the “On-line” application open for data submission, with application approval occurring prior to early January 2009.  

Therefore, we are providing you a guide for assembling application information prior to the availability of the “On-line” application being open for data submission.  A secondary purpose of this guide is to permit local comment on the process, to ensure it is optimized at release.

GRANT OPPORTUNITIES
Prisoner Re-Entry Initiative Grants – Deadline: November 4, 2008

The U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Administration announce funding for the Prisoner Re-Entry Initiative (PRI) Grants. The PRI seeks to strengthen urban communities characterized by large numbers of returning prisoners through an employment-centered program that incorporates mentoring, job training, and other comprehensive transitional services. This program is a joint effort of the Department of Justice (DOJ) and the Department of Labor (DOL) designed to reduce recidivism by helping inmates find work when they return to their communities, as part of an effort to build a life in the community for everyone. This spring, DOJ awarded PRI grants to 19 State correctional agencies to provide pre-release services to prisoners returning to one targeted county within the State. Under this solicitation, DOL will be awarding grants to faith-based and community organizations (FBCOs) to provide post-release services primarily to the prisoners provided pre-release services under the DOJ grant in urban communities within the target counties. This competition is limited to FBCOs operating within the target county(ies) identified in each DOJ grant.
Community-Based Job Training Grants – Deadline: November 24, 2008

The Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration announces the availability of approximately $125 million in grant funds for Community-Based Job Training Grants. These grants will be awarded through a competitive process through the national system of community and technical colleges. Funds will be awarded to individual community and technical colleges, community college districts, state community college systems, and One-Stop Career Centers to support or engage in a combination of capacity building and training activities for the purpose of building the capacity of community colleges to train individuals for careers in high-growth/high-demand industries in the local and/or regional economies. This solicitation contains an exception for rural areas and other communities that are educationally underserved due to their lack of access to community or technical colleges. It is anticipated that individual awards will range from $500,000 to $2 million. A virtual Prospective Applicant Conference will be held for this grant competition on October 24, 2008 at 1 p.m. Eastern Time.
