2008-09 Career Technical Education Act Core Indicator Reports

CTE memo 08-11, issued on October 14, 2008, announced the release of updated Core Indicator Reports and Negotiation Workbooks for the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act (Perkins IV).  Now available on the Chancellor’s Office website, the reports provide outcomes data for each of the core indicators of performance required in Perkins IV.  The data are also disaggregated by population groups. Trend reports are available at the college program area level (TOP Code).  Reports can be exported to either Excel or PDF (read by Adobe Acrobat reader).  The reports are available at http://misweb.cccco.edu/ under the “Perkins IV Core Indicator Reports” link.  Core indicator definitions and report specifications are available on the same web site.  No changes have been made to the Core Indicator Methodology and Report Specifications document.  Other documentation and user instructions will be posted as they become available
Updated Negotiation Workbooks are available on the website.  Although districts are not required to renegotiate performance targets for the 2008-2009 program year, the memo described when renegotiation may benefit the district.

Tech Prep Cal-PASS Reminder
The 2008-09 Tech Prep RFA contained a detailed protocol to meet the requirement for partners to submit the required data to the California Partnership for Achieving Student Success data system (Cal-PASS) http://www.calpass.org.  Such Cal-PASS participation is also a critical requirement for the receipt of State CTE (aka “SB70”) funds for projects involving student enrollments.   In future years, it is anticipated that subsequent projects supported through Perkins or State CTE (aka “SB70”) funds will mandate Cal-PASS participation. [A consortium may receive permission to use an alternative data collection system that meets all of the performance and accountability measures of Title II Section 203(e).]
For 2008-09, in order for a Tech Prep consortium member to receive any targeted Title II funding benefits (such as devising or updating an articulation agreement), the consortium member must sign and submit to Cal-PASS by December 31, 2008 a MOU that the secondary/postsecondary consortium members will participate and agree to submit data to Cal-PASS by March 31, 2009.  

Please note the person signing this document must have the authority to obligate the district to this activity.  

Note the following deadlines:
October 31, 2008 -- While an application may be deemed substantially approvable, the grant is not considered fully executed until all required revisions are received and approved by the System Office.  Project directors should be aware that if their Tech Prep grant is not fully executed by October 31st  they will not be eligible to receive the 1st quarter payment. [NOTE:  Be aware that it takes up to 4 weeks to get an agreement fully executed through the System  Office so all paperwork would need to be submitted by October 1, 2008.]  Deferred payments would be accrued until the agreement is finalized, and then paid out at the next quarterly reimbursement cycle.

November 2008 –Prior to the December 31st deadline, Cal-PASS and System Office staff will verify the list of submitted member names with the fully executed Cal-PASS MOUs. The System Office will notify project directors about any failures to meet the deadline for submitting the MOU.  The System Office will rely wholly on Cal-PASS records to determine a member’s participation.  Therefore, all issues concerning Cal-PASS participation must be handled directly with Cal-PASS.
January 2009 – Tech Prep consortium members who fail to submit a MOU will be limited for the receipt of services, as described above, until their participation in Cal-PASS is verified through Cal-PASS.
Ultimately, members not participating in Cal-PASS will be limited on a case-by-case basis to general services (such as participating in profession development activities designed for the consortium as a whole or honoring existing articulation agreement commitments while they are still valid.)
CTE Pathways Initiative (SB 70/1133)
The CTE Pathways Initiative Grantees' Forum in early October at the Hyatt Regency Orange County was a tremendous success.  The attendees had an opportunity to network, gather and share information with other grantees and meet state staff from the System Office and CDE.
The System Office is in the process of developing an online application for the CTE Community Collaborative, Supplemental, and the Workforce Innovative Partnership grants.  The online application will be available early December 2008.

GRANT OPPORTUNITIES
Prisoner Re-Entry Initiative Grants – Deadline: November 4, 2008

The U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Administration announce funding for the Prisoner Re-Entry Initiative (PRI) Grants. The PRI seeks to strengthen urban communities characterized by large numbers of returning prisoners through an employment-centered program that incorporates mentoring, job training, and other comprehensive transitional services. This program is a joint effort of the Department of Justice (DOJ) and the Department of Labor (DOL) designed to reduce recidivism by helping inmates find work when they return to their communities, as part of an effort to build a life in the community for everyone. This spring, DOJ awarded PRI grants to 19 State correctional agencies to provide pre-release services to prisoners returning to one targeted county within the State. Under this solicitation, DOL will be awarding grants to faith-based and community organizations (FBCOs) to provide post-release services primarily to the prisoners provided pre-release services under the DOJ grant in urban communities within the target counties. This competition is limited to FBCOs operating within the target county(ies) identified in each DOJ grant.
Community-Based Job Training Grants – Deadline: November 24, 2008

The Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration announces the availability of approximately $125 million in grant funds for Community-Based Job Training Grants. These grants will be awarded through a competitive process through the national system of community and technical colleges. Funds will be awarded to individual community and technical colleges, community college districts, state community college systems, and One-Stop Career Centers to support or engage in a combination of capacity building and training activities for the purpose of building the capacity of community colleges to train individuals for careers in high-growth/high-demand industries in the local and/or regional economies. This solicitation contains an exception for rural areas and other communities that are educationally underserved due to their lack of access to community or technical colleges. It is anticipated that individual awards will range from $500,000 to $2 million. A virtual Prospective Applicant Conference will be held for this grant competition on October 24, 2008 at 1 p.m. Eastern Time.
