* Failure to submit complete and accurate 2008-09 Term or Financial Aid data by the February 19, 2010 deadline may have a negative effect on your allocation. Districts have the opportunity to correct data submitted for Perkins Title I-C funding purposes until the deadline. MIS data resubmissions after February 19, 2010 are not used for Perkins Title I-C allocations.

It is critical that resubmissions and certifications occur within the scheduled timeline to provide sufficient planning time for districts.

Data Certification Forms for Perkins Title I Part C Allocation for 2010-11
On January 13, CTE Memo 10-02 announced the 2010-11 Perkins allocation data reports and certification form availability.  The reports are for district verification and certification of student counts used to determine the district allocations of federal Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act (Perkins – formerly VTEA), Title I, Part C, Section 132, Local Assistance funds. Perkins local allocations for 2010-11 are based on the economically disadvantaged career technical education student counts in two reports.  Student counts and subsequent allocations are derived from data submitted by the district to the California Community Colleges Chancellor’s Office (CCCCO) through the Management Information System (MIS).  Prior to receiving Perkins funds, districts must verify and certify that the counts used to allocate funds are supported by auditable sources.  Data Verification and Certification forms are due in the Chancellor’s Office on or before Monday, February 22, 2010.
Cooperative Work Experience Template
Cooperative Work Experience Education Title 5 regulations have recently been updated. The changes are permissive: Districts can continue to operate programs under the old provisions of Title 5.  However, if Districts wish to utilize any of the new provisions in Title 5, an updated Cooperative Work Experience Education Local Program Plan must be submitted to and approved by the California Community Colleges Chancellor’s Office.
To fulfill the California Community College District Plan for Cooperative Work Experience requirements, a template is available for the convenience of applicants.  Non-adherence to the suggested template will delay approval and may necessitate additional revisions and re-approval by the local District Board.  The template provides related Title 5 criteria and requirements as background as well as spaces for local affirmations, assurances and program background details.

SB 70 Career Technical Education Funds

A. 5/10/04 OMB Circular A-21 Cost Principles for Educational Institutions [A-21, J. 43. (a)] Rental costs of buildings and equipment) states that rental costs under leases are allowable to the extent that the rates are reasonable in light of such factors as: rental costs of comparable property, if any; market conditions in the area; alternatives available; and, the type, life expectancy, condition, and value of the property leased.
