2010-11 Perkins IV Planning Year Core Indicator Reports

CTE Memo 10-05 was issued on February 24, 2010 to announce the release the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006 (Perkins IV) 2010-11 Planning Year Core Indicator Reports. Information is also included on using the reports to complete the accountability forms in the 2010-2011 online Perkins IV Local Application.

Negotiation Workbooks were developed to aid in the performance target negotiation process.  The 2010-11 negotiation workbooks are now available on the Chancellor’s Office website.  The workbooks provide eight years of data through the 2007-08 cohort year for each of the core indicators of performance summarized at the college, district and statewide levels.  The data are also disaggregated by special population groups for support in negotiating targets.  Line charts are provided for each indicator to facilitate visual analysis of past trends in college, population group, or district performance.  Tables of indicator performance rates (Percentages tab) are available to help districts and consortia populate the Final Agreed Upon Performance Level (FAUPL) negotiation worksheet for 2010-11 (see FAUPL section below). Perkins IV Core Indicators and Performance Target Levels

Memo CTE 10-04 was issued on February 22, 2010 to provide contains information about (a) the upcoming release of the core indicator reports on February 24, 2010; (b) state negotiated targets for If your Perkins IV; (c) not meeting 90% of targets in 2010 reports and (d) negotiated targets for the 2010-11 application.  Most importantly, this memo contains the following messages.


1. February 24, 2010 is the planned date to publish core indicator reports for the 2010-2011 year.

2. The sanctions imposed for not meeting previously negotiated targets in the 2009-2010 planning are now revoked.  The upcoming 2010-11 performance cycle is now the first year of evaluating performance against previously negotiated targets.

3. State targets for Perkins Indicators have increased since local negotiations occurred in spring 2009.  The higher state targets will not impact previously negotiated local targets.
District performance evaluations for the 2010-11 planning cycle are based on the accepted and agreed upon targets from spring 2009 negotiations.
Revised CCCCO/CTE Out-of-State Travel Request Form 
The CCCCO/CTE Out-of-State Travel Request form has been revised to ensure if Title I-B (State Leadership),Title I-C (Perkins), Tech Prep, or state SB 70 funds are to be used for out-of-state travel, the proposed expenditures must reflect the most effective and prudent use of state/federal funds. It should be also understood that the “Estimated Total” are the “Maximum Reimbursable Costs”.

The revised form standardizes how the requestor will contain costs by providing the references to California government contracted airfare rates and the federal continental United States (CONUS) travel cost guidelines. In submitting an out-of-state travel request, the Project Director sends the CTE Project Monitor an e-mail that includes the completed form as an attachment, in accordance to the following procedures:

1. In the e-mail subject line, type: Out-of-state travel request.

2. In e-mail body, state EITHER that the request (A) complies with the cost guidelines per the request form footnotes or (B) provide a justification for non-compliance.
CTE Project Monitor will review the request and e-mail a response. Keep a copy of the approval document and/or e-mail in the district audit files.  Use of the revised form is effective immediately.   For further information, see the CCCCO/CTE Out-of-State Travel Request Q&A (Rev. 3/10) 
CTE Construction Students to Earn Official OSHA Construction Safety Cards 

Community college CTE construction students can receive official OSHA Construction Safety Card(s) by passing either the stand-alone 10 hour or the 30 hour Construction Industry Safety and Health Hazard training classes.  However these OSHA Construction Safety courses must be taught by community college instructors trained by OSHA as Construction Industry Outreach Trainers.  Planned for this spring and summer are two Perkins funded, tuition-free OSHA Construction Safety Outreach Train-the-Trainer opportunities available to eligible CC construction program faculty.  Upon the completion of the two required courses (OSHA 510 and OSHA 500), these individuals will be authorized by OSHA as Construction Industry Outreach Trainers.
