Title IC Update

The schedule for the 2009-10 Perkins allocation and certification process are being revised. The final run, by the Chancellor’s Office (CO) MIS, of the Perkins Title I-C Section 132 Reports #1 & #2, the posting of final certification forms, and related activities have been delayed to begin on approximately March 11, 2009. Email notification will be sent when new reports are available.  Due to resource constraints, the Department of Social Services (DSS) match has been delayed until late March at the earliest. The CO is developing a strategy to produce a preliminary allocation from the March 11 run and a mid-April tentative allocation that will include the DSS CalWORKs cash aid data.

District allocations of Perkins IV, Title I, Part C, Section 132, Local Assistance funds can be estimated from current year allocations. We expect a slight increase of Perkins funds flowing to the community colleges for the 2009-2010 program year.  Once the schedule has been revised, an official notification will be sent. All of the following dates from the Master Calendar (http://www.cccco.edu/Portals/4/EWD/CTE/CTE%20Grants/vtea_1c/MIS_Perkins_reporting1.doc)  have been effected and new dates will be included in the official notification.

The projected March 15 release of the 2009-10 Title IC online application is delayed.  In the interim, templates of the application forms will be posted to the Chancellor’s Office CTE website by March 16.  This will enable districts to begin their application process.  When the online application is available, the collected responses can be copied and pasted directly from the templates into the online application sections.  
Tech Prep Update

Cal-PASS Data Submission
A memo will be emailed to Tech Prep Project Directors regarding barriers to meeting the Cal-PASS data submittal timeline of March 31st.  The memo is based on instructions contained in a Q&A document for the 2008-2009 Tech Prep applications:
Q: If a Consortia member has signed up for Cal-PASS but needs more time than the March 31, 2009 to submit their data  due to (district changes in reporting system, need for new software etc.) will that be allowable?
A: When a consortium member encounters a barrier to meeting the data submittal timeline, the Tech Prep Project Director must contact Robin Harrington to explain the situation and give a target date by which the requirement will be met.  Robin will determine if (1) a substantial barrier to reporting has occurred, and (2) the new date is reasonable.  Follow-up between Robin and Cal-PASS will make sure that this deadline date has been met.

Tech Prep Electronic Application 2009-2010


The Tech Prep electronic application will be beta tested by Yuba CCD, Riverside CCD, Shasta CCD, and Los Angeles Trade-Tech April 1-3, 2008 and ready for online submission on April 10.  Certification of the online application will be due on Friday May 8.


All Tech Prep project directors have received a copy of general instructions on data necessary to complete the application and further instructions will be sent out at the end of March 2009.

UPDATE on OSHA Construction Safety Faculty Workshop March 23-27, 2009 
Los Angeles Trade-Tech College

ATTENTION COLLEGES AND/OR FACULTY INVOLVED IN THE ELECTRICIAN CERTIFICATION TRAINEE PROGRAM AND COLLEGES DESIRING TO ADD A SAFETY COMPONENT TO CTE PROGRAMS.

 

Through the CTE Update you were previously alerted to an opportunity to send faculty to a one week OSHA Construction Outreach Train the Trainer workshop, OSHA 500, to be held the week of March 23, 2009 at Los Angeles Trade Tech College (LATTC). 

 

Here is an update: The content of this one week OSHA class has been changed, and OSHA 510 will now be offered that week. OSHA 510, with no exceptions, is now a required prerequisite course, prior to admittance to the OSHA 500 course. It is tentatively planned that the OSHA 500 course will be offered sometime after July 1st. Upon completion of the OSHA 500 class, faculty completers will become authorized by OSHA to conduct OSHA 10 hour and/or OSHA 30 hour Construction Outreach Training classes, and issue cards to individuals who successfully complete the 10 or 30 hour course. 

 

The class is to be held the week of March 23 through 27, 8AM to 5PM daily, at LATTC. The training is being facilitated through the Dominquez Hills OSHA Outreach Training Center. There will be no registration fee to colleges or to participants, as training costs are being provided by the Chancellor’s Office Statewide Discipline Grant for Industrial and Technology Education.
