Justification for Exemption from Board Approval
Originally this request for funding was submitted for approval to the Board of Governors May 5 – 6, 2009, meeting.  However, there are some significant changes.  First, the fiscal agent has changed from Coast Community College to Irvine Valley Community College.  This was a mutual decision made between the Coast Community College District and South Orange County Community College District and the consultant with the expertise works with both districts.  This is not a competitive bid because this project has a statewide effort to support all the colleges.  The second change is the funds have increased by $100,000.

This grant will be funded with The Governor’s Career Technical Education Initiative (SB 1133) funds from FY 2008-09, which need to be encumbered before June 30, 2009 and spent before June 30, 2011.  Therefore, these funds need to be allocated to the college as soon as possible in order to utilize the funds within the grant period.  
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
