Meeting Summaries: Consultation Council reviewed the summaries from the August 16th and September 20th, 2007 meetings.  
Revisions to the Disciplines List: update by Carole Bogue-Feinour 
Consultation Council reached consensus on adding the following Master’s degrees to the Counseling discipline in the Disciplines List: Marriage and Family Therapy and Marriage, Family and Child Counseling.
Governmental Relations: update by Marlene Garcia, Anne McKinney and Michael Magee
The following legislation is of interest to the Consultation Council and was signed into law by the Governor:
AB 668 (Portantino) California Community College Student Federal and State Financial Aid Opportunity Act – This bill expresses Legislative intent to increase the number of students of the California Community Colleges receiving awards from the federal Pell Grant, and requires the Chancellor’s Office of the California Community College to take various actions to inform community college students of opportunities to participate in the federal Pell Grant program. 
 AB 1548 (Solorio) College Textbook Transparency Act – Requires bookstores and publishers to disclose specific information about text books.

SB 854 (Ridley-Thomas) – Provides voter registration forms when students are registering for classes through an automated system.

AB 1559 (Berryhill) Associate Degree Nursing Programs – Requires colleges with an impacted program to use multiple screening measures when enrolling students.
Marlene Garcia also reported that Assemblymember Portantino is eager to provide support to community college. 

A task force was created on concurrent enrollment. Members of the task force include: Jane Patton, Marlene Garcia, Carole Bogue-Feinour, Erik Skinner, Ron Norton Reel, and Mandy Davies.

Consultation Council made the following recommendation for the Legislative Principles that will be presented to the Board of Governors at the November 2007 meeting. 

1. Add a catch all point so that everything will be covered

2. Make things a little more general. Possibly adding a brief narrative with each letter. 
Anne McKinney discussed the goals and priorities for the upcoming federal legislative year. Consultation reached consensus to add work study to the federal legislative priorities. 
Board of Governors Energy Policy: update by Erik Skinner  
Erik Skinner presented the Board of Governors energy policy. Erik stated that this policy is just a best practices document and does not include any mandates. 
Chaffey Community College District Fiscal Independence Request: update by Erik Skinner  

This will allow Chaffey College to use their own accounting system for warrants. 

2007-08 Budget Act and the District Obligation for Full-Time Faculty Hires: update by Erik Skinner
Erik Skinner stated that the System Office feels that there are enough growth and COLA funds for districts to complete their full-time faculty hiring obligation. Consultation Council reached consensus on this item.
Assessment Task Force: update by Mark Wade Lieu 
Consultation Council went over the Assessment Task Force report that will be presented to the Board at the November 2007 meeting. It was reported that recommendations may be changed with feedback from the Board and constituent groups. 
System Strategic Plan Update: update by Tod Burnett (1 handout)
Consultation Council received an update on the goals and priorities of the System Strategic Plan. 

Other

a. Career and Technical Education (CTE) Expenditure Plan: update by José Millan
José Millan discussed the CTE expenditure plan with Consultation Council. The plan was developed by input from the following four agencies: System Office, Department of Education, Office of the Secretary of Education, and the Department of Finance. The six CTE Pathways are: Career Planning and Development, Career Pathways and Articulation, New Program Development, Expanding Business and Industry Engagements in CTE, CTE Teacher Recruitment and Professional Development, and Capacity Building and Research and Evaluation. Consultation Council requested that the System Office develop a system for notifying districts of grant opportunities that are currently available and grant opportunities that will be available in the future.
