terms or references to inapplicable or repealed statutory authorities, and the correction of
gender references.

8 52010. Effect of Requlations, Revision of District Policies and Publications.

Each community college district must comply with all regulatory requirements set forth
in this division once such requirements taked. Notwithstanding the foregoing, unless
otherwise expressly provided in a particular requlation, a district will not be considered to
be out of compliance with a regulatory requirement solely because its written district
policies or procedures havetnbeen revised, provided that it conforms such policies or
procedures to the regulatory requirement within one hundred and eighty (180) days after
the effective date of such regulations and, at the first available opportunity, incorporates
necessary chaeg into its catalog and class schedules.

(c) AContent review means a rigorous, systematic process developed in accordance
with sections 53200 to 53204, approved by the Chancellor as pattteodistrict
matriculation plan required under section 55510, and that is conducted by faculty to
identify the necessary and appropriate body of knowledge or skills students need to possess
prior to enrolling in a course, or which students need to aedhimough simultaneous
enrollment in a corequisite course.

(d) nContract Coursemeans a course which a community college district offers under
a contract pursuant to Education Code section 78021 with a public or private agency,
corporation, associationr other organization.

(e) ACorequisit® means a condition of enrollment consisting of a course that a student
is required to simultaneously take in order to enroll in another course.

(f) ACours® means an organized pattern of instruction on a spédcfubject offered
by a community collegpursuant to subdivisions (a), (b) or (c) of section 55002

(g)¥b) fiEducational programis an organized sequence of courses leading to a defined
objective, a degree, a certificate, a diploma, a license, or transéother institution of
higher education.

(h) ANecessary and appropriateneans that a strong rational basis exists for
concluding that a prerequisite or corequisite is reasonably needed to achigvepihse
that it purports to serve. This standard does not require absolute necessity.

(i) _ANoncredit basic skills coursgare those courses in reading, writing, computation,
and English as a Second Language which are designated by the communitydisitexje
as noncredit courses pursuant to subdivision (c) of section 55002.

() fiNondegreeapplicable basic skills coursiare those courses in reading, writing,
computation, and English as a Second Language which are designated by the community
college district as nondegreapplicable credit courses pursuant to subdivision (b) of
section 55002.

(k) APrerequisitée means a condition of enrollment that a student is required to meet in
order to demonstrate current readiness for enrollment in a courdeaational program.

(N _nSatisfactory grademeans that, for the course in question, the student's academic
record has been annotated with the symbol A, B, C or P as those symbols are defined in
section 55023.

§ 55002. Standards and Criteriadr Coursesand-Classes

(a) AsseciateDegreeApplicable Credit Course. A-asseciatelegreeapplicablecredit
course is a course which has been designated as appropriate to the associate degree ir
accordance with the requirements of sect®®805.5 55062 and which has been
recommended by the college and/or district curriculum committee and approved by the
district governing board as a collegiate course meeting the needs of the shligdshsfor

(1) Curriculum Committee. The college and/district curriculum committee
recommending the course shall be established by the mutual agreement of the college
and/or district administration and the academic senate. The committee shall be either a
committee of the academic senate or a committeeirtbhtdes faculty and is otherwise
comprised in a way that is mutually agreeable to the college and/or district administration
and the academic sate.

(2) Standards for Approval. The college and/or district curriculum committee shall
recommend approvalfdhe course for associate degree credit if it meets the following
standards:

(A) Grading Policy. The course provides for measurement of student performance in
terms of the stated course objectives and culminates in a formal, permanently recorded
gradebased upon uniform standards in accordance with séa$65855023 The grade is
based on demonstrated proficiency in subject matter and the ability to demonstrate that
proficiency, at least in part, by means of essays, or, in courses where the wurricul
committee deems them to be appropriate, by problem solving exercises ler skil
demonstrations by students
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(B) Units. The course grants units of credit based upon a relationship specified by the
governing board between the number of units assignéket@ourse and the number of
lecture and/or laboratory hours or performance criteria specified in the course outline. The
course also requires a minimum of three hourstoflentwork per week, including class
time for each unit of credit, prorated foroshterm, extended termjaboratory antbr
activity courses.

(C) Intensity. The course treats subject matter with a scope and intensity that requires
students to study independently outside of class time.

(D) Prerequisites and Corequisites. When thdegel and/or district curriculum
committee determines, based on a review of the course outline of record, that a student
would be highly unlikely to receive a satisfactory grade unless the student has knowledge
or skills not taught in the course, then tleirse shall require prerequisites or corequisites
that are established, reviewed, and applied in accordance with the requiremtnss of
article 2-5{commencing-with-section-55200)-of thissubehanpter

(E) Basic Skills Requirements. If success in the smurs dependent upon
communication or computation skills, then the course shall require, consistent with the
provisions ofthis article-2.5{cemmencing—with—section—55200)—of this—subchaper
prerequisites or corequisites eligibility for enrollment gs@ciate degree credit courses in
English andbr mathematics, respectively.

(F) Difficulty. The course work calls for critical thinking and the understanding and
application of concepts determined by the curriculumrodtee to be at college level.

(G) Level. The course requires learning skills and a vocabulary that the curriculum
committee deems apgpriate for a college course.

(3) Course Outline of Record. The course is described in a course outline of record
that shall be maintained in the officiedllege files and made available to each instructor.
The course outline of record shall specify the unit vallne expected number of contact
hours for the course as a whole, the prerequisites, corequisites or advisories on
recommended preparation (ifygrfor the course, the catalog descriptiseepeobjectives,
and content in terms of a specific body of knowledge. The course outline shall also specify
types or provide examples of required reading and writing assignments, other-otitside
class assignents, instructional methodology, and methods of evaluation for determining
whether the stated objeatis have been met by students.

(4) Conduct of Course. Each section of the course is to be taught by a qualified
instructor in accordance with a set of@tijves and with other specifications definedhe
course outline of record.

(5) Repetition. Repeated enrollment is allowed only in accordance with provisions of
sections 510055#61557635504055043and 58161.

(A) Grading Policy. The course provides for measurement of student performance in
terms of the stated courséjectives and culminates in a formal, permanently recorded
grade based upon uniform standards in accordance with sBB#&855023 The grade is
based on demonstrated proficiency in the subject matter and the ability to demonstrate that
proficiency, atleast in part, by means of written expression that may include essays, or, in
courses where the curriculum committee deems them to be appropriate, by problem solving
exercises or skd demonstrations by students.

(D) Prereqwsﬁes and coreqU|S|tes When the college and/or district curriculum
committee deems appropriate, the course may require prerequisites or corequisites for the
course that are established, reviewed, and applied in accordaticehis article-2.5
(commencing-with-section-55200)-of this-subehapter

(3) Course Outline of Record. The course is described in a course outline of record
that shall be maintained in the official college files and made available to each instructor.
The course outline of record shall specify the unit valbe,expected number of contact
hours for the course as a whole, the prerequisites, corequisites or advisories on
recommended preparation (if any) for the course, the catalog descrisg@®objedives,
and content in terms of a specific body of knowledge. The course outline shall also specify
types or provide examples of required reading and writing assignments, other-otitside
class assignments, instructional methodology, and methods of ewalf@tidetermining
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whether the stated objectives have been met by students. Taken together, these course
specifications shall be such as to typically enable any student who successfully completes
all of the assigned work prescribed in the outline of mktorsuccessfly meet the course
objectives.

(4) Conduct of Course. All sections of the course are to be taught by a qualified
instructor in accordance with a set of objectives and with other specifications defthed in
course outline of record.

(5) Repetition. Repeated enrollment is allowed only in accordance with provisions of
sections 510055%#61557635504055043and 58161.

(c) Noncredit Course. A noncredit course is a course which, at a minimum, is
recommended by the college and/or distrietrriculum committee (the committee
described and established under subdivision (a)(1) of this section) and approved by the
district governing board as a course meetitggrteeds of enrolled students.

(1) Standards for Approval. The college and/or distigriculum committee shall
recommend approval of the course if the course treats subject matter and uses resource
materials, teaching methods, and standards of attendance and achievement that the
committee deems appropriate for the enrolled studentsorder to be eligible for state
apportionment, such courses must be approved by the Chalse@fice-pursuant to
article 22 (commencing with section 55156§ subchapter 2 of this chapt@nd satisfy the
requirements of section 58160 and other appléc@bovisions of chapter 9 (commencing
with section 58000) of this division.

(2) Course Outline of Record. The course is described in a course outline of record
that shall be maintained in the official college files and made available to each instructor.
The course outline of record shall specify thember of contact hours normally required
for a student to complete the course, the catalog descriptiosedpeobjectives, contents
in terms of a specific body of knowledg@nstructional methodologyexamples of
assignments and/or activitiemyd methods of evaluation for determining whether the stated
objectives have been met.

(3) Conduct of Course. All sections of the course are to be taught by a qualified
instructor in accordance with the set ofiemtives and other specifications defined in the
course outline of record.

(4) Repetition. Repeated enroliment is allowed only in accordance with provisions of
section 58161.

(d) Community Service&lassOffering. A community serviceslassoffering is-a
class-thatmeetmust meethe bllowing minimum requirements:

(1) is approved by thieeatdistrict governing board;

(2) is designed for the physical, mental, moral, economic, or civic develophen
persons enrolled therein;

(3) provides subjeamatter content, resource materials, and teaching methods which
the district governing board deems appropriatéHferenrolled students;

(4) is conducted in accordance withragetermined strategy or plan;

(5) is open to all members of the commumiilling to pay fees to cover the cost of the

offering; and
(6) may not be claimed for apportionment purposes.

(a) One credit hour of community college work—approximately—thregequires a
minimum d 48 hours ofreeitationlecture study, or laboratory workerweek-threughout a

term-of- 16-weekat colleges operating on the semester system or 33 hours of lecture, study
or laboratory work at colleges operating on the quarter system

(b) A course regung 96 hours or more of lecture, study or laboratory work at colleges
operating on the semester system or 66 hours or more of lecture, study, or laboratory work
at colleges operating on the quarter system shall provide at least 2 units of credit.

(c) The amount of credit awarded shall be adjusted in proportion to the number of
hours of lecture, study or laboratory work in half unit increments.

(d) A district may elect to adjust the amount of credit awarded in proportion to the
number of hours of lectar study or laboratory work in increments of less than one half
unit.

6. Section 55003 is added to article 1 of subchapter 1 of chapter 6 of division 6 of title 5 of
the California Code of Regulations to read:

8 55003. Policies for Premuisites, Corequisites and Advisories on Recommended
Preparation.

(a) _The governing board of a community college district may establish prerequisites,
corequisites, and advisories on recommended preparation, but must do so in accordance
with the provisios of this article. Nothing in this subchapter shall be construed to require a
district to establish prerequisites, corequisites, or advisories on recommended preparation;
provided however, that a prerequisite or corequisite shall be required if the isotordee
offered for associate degree credit and the curriculum committee finds that the prerequisite
or corequisite is necessary pursuant to section@Z&)(2)(D) or 55002(a)(2)(E).

(b) A governing board choosing to establish prerequisites, corequisit@dvisories
on recommended preparation shall, in accordance with the provisions of sections 53200
53204, adpt policies for the following:

(1) The process for establishing prerequisites, corequisites, and advisories on
recommended preparation. Sucbligies shall provide that in order to establish a
prerequisite _or _corequisite, the prerequisite _or corequisite_ must be determined to be
necessary and appropriate for achieving the purpose for which it is being established.
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District policies shall also sp#y the level of scrutiny that shall be required in order to
establish different types of prerequisites, corequisites, and advisories on recommended
preparation. At a minimum, prerequisites, corequisites, and advisories on recommended
preparation shall bbased on content review, with additional methods of scrutiny being
applied depending on the type of prerequisite or corequisite being established. The policy
shall provide that the types of prerequisites described in subdivision (e) may be established
only on the basis of data collected using sound research practices. Determinations about
prerequisites and corequisites shall be made on a ebwissure or prograrby-program

basis.

(2) Procedures to assure that courses for which prerequisites or dbeeqare
established will be taught in accordance with the course outline of record, particularly those
aspects of the course outline that are the basis for justifying the establishment of the
prerequisite ocorequisite.

(3) The process, including levelsf scrutiny, for reviewing prerequisites and
corequisites to assure that they remain necessary and appropriate. These processes shall
provide that at least once each six years all prerequisites and corequisites established by the
district shall be reviewd except that prerequisites and corequisites for vocational courses
or programs shall be reviewed every two years. These processes shall also provide for the
periodic review of advisories on recommended preparation.

(4) The bases and process for anvimilal student to challenge the application of a
prerequisite or corequisite.

(c) Prerequisites or corequisites may be established only for any of the following
purposes:

(1) the prerequisite or corequisite is expressly required or expressly audhbyize
statute or requlation; or

(2) the prerequisite will assure, consistent with section 55002, that a student has the
skills, concepts, and/or information that is presupposed in terms of the course or program
for which it is being established, such tlaastudent who has not met the prerequisite is
highly unlikely to receive a satisfactory grade in the course (or at least one course within
the program) for which the prerequisite is being established; or

(3) _the corequisite course will assure, consisteitih section 55002, that a student
acquires the necessary skills, concepts, and/or information, such that a student who has not
enrolled in the corequisite is highly unlikely to receive a satisfactory grade in the course or
program for which the coreggite is being established; or

(4) the prerequisite or corequisite is necessary to protect the health or safety of a
student or the health or safety of others.

(d) Except as provided in this subdivision, no prerequisite or corequisite may be
established 10 renewed pursuant to subdivision (b)(3) unless it is determined to be
necessary and appropriate to achieve the purpose for which it has been established. A
prerequisite or corequisite need not be so scrutinized until it is reviewedapursu
subdivision(b) (3) if:

(1) itis requird by statute or regulation; or

(2) it is part of a closelyelated lecturdaboratory coursedring within a discipline; or

(3) itis required by fodyear instituions.

(e) A course in_communication or computation skiltey be established as a
prerequisite or corequisite for any course other than another course in communication or
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computation skills only if, in addition to conducting a content review, the district gathers
data according to sound research practices aogssthat a student is highly unlikely to
succeed in the course unless the student has met the proposed prerequisite or corequisite. If
the curriculum committee initially determines, pursuant to section 55002(a)(2)(E), that a
new course needs to have a cammiation or computation skill prerequisite or corequisite,

then, despite subdivision (d) of this section, the prerequisite or corequisite may be
established for a single period of not more than two years while the research is being
conducted and the fith determination is being made, provided that all other requirements

for establishing the prerequisite or corequisite have been met. The requirements of this
subdivision related to collection of dashall not apply when:

(1) baccalaureate institutions lwnot grant credit for a course unless it has the
particular communication or comg@titon skill prerequisite; or

(2) the prerequisite or corequisite is required for enroliment in a program, that program
is subject to approval by a state agency othan tihhe Chancellor's Office and both of the
following conditions are satisfied:

(A) colleges in at least six different districts have previously satisfied the data
collection requirements of this subdivision with respect to the same prerequisite or
corequsite for the same program; and

(B) the district establishing the prerequisite or corequisite conducts an evaluation to
determine whether the prerequisite or corequisite has a disproportionate impact on
particular groups of students described in termsoé rethnicity, gender, age or disability,
as defined by the Chancellor. When there is a disproportionate impact on any such group of
students, the district shall, in consultation with the Chancellor, develop and implement a
plan setting forth the stepsetiulistrict will take to corrédhe disproportionate impact.

() __Prerequisites, corequisites, and advisories on recommended preparation must be
identified in college publications available to students as well as the course outline of any
course br whichthey are established.

(g) Prerequisites establishing communication or computational skill requirements may
not be established across the entire curriculum unless established on abgamgese
basis.

(h) The determination of whether a student meegseaequisite shall be based on
successful completion of an appropriate course or on an assessment using multiple
measures. Any assessment instrument shall be selected and used in accordance with the
provisions of subchapter 6 (commencing widt®on 55500 of this chapter.

() __If a prerequisite requires precollegiate skills in reading, written expression, or
mathematics, the governing board of a district shall ensure that nhondeplemble basic
skills courses designed to teach the required skillofieeed with reasonable frequency
and that the number of sections available is reasonable given the number of students who
are required to meet the associated skills prerequisites and who diligently seek ahrollme
in the prerequisite course.

(1) _Whenevera corequisite course is_established, sufficient sections shall be offered to
reasonably accommodate all students who are required to take the corequisite. A
corequisite shall be waived as to any student for whom space in the ismeegourse is

not avaable.

(k) No exit test may be required to satisfy a prerequisite or corequisite unless it is
incorporated into the grading for the prguesite or corequisite course.
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() _The determination of whether a student meets a prerequisite shall be made prior t
his or her enrollment in the course requiring the prerequisite, provided, however, that
enrollment may be permitted pending verification that the student has met the prerequisite
or corequisite. If the verification shows that the student has faile@éb time prerequisite,
the student may be involuntarily dropped from the course if the applicable enrollment fees
are promptly refunded.

Otherwise a student may only be involuntarily removed from a course due to excessive
absences or as a result of diseiphy action taken pursuant to law or to the student code of
conduct.

(m) Any prerequisite or corequisite may be challenged by a student on one or more of
the grounds listed below. The student shall bear the initial burden of showing that grounds
exist for the challenge. Challenges shall be resolved in _a timely manner and, if the
challenge is upheld, the student shall be permitted to enroll in the course or program in
guestion. Grounds for challenge are:

(1) The prerequisite or corequisite has not beeabbished in accordance with the
district's process for establishing prerequisites and corequisites;

(2)_The prerequisite or corequisite is in violation of this section;

(3) The prerequisite or corequisite is either unlawfully discriminatory or is being
applied in an unlawfully discriminatory manner;

(4) The student has the knowledge or ability to succeed in the course or program
despite not meeting the prerequisite or corequisite;

(5) The student will be subject to undue delay in attaining the goaisobrhher
educational plan because the prerequisite or corequisite course has not been made
reasonably available; or

(6) Such other grounds for challenge as may be established by the district governing
board.

(n) In the case of a challenge under subdivigm)(3) of this section, the district shall
promptly advise the student that he or she may file a formal complaint of unlawful
discrimination pursuant to subchapter 5 (commencing with section 59300) of chapter 10 of
this division. If the student electt® proceed with the challenge, completion of the
challenge procedure shall be deemed to constitute an informal complaint pursuant to
section 59327.

(o) District _policies adopted pursuant to this section shall be submitted to the
Chancellor as part of thdistrict's matriculation plan pursuant to section 55510.

(5) Withdrawal after the end of the fourteenth week (or 75 percent of a term,
whichever is Ies) when the district has authorized such withdrawal in extenuating
circumstances, after consultation with appropriate faculty, shall be recordéilVas a

(6) For purposes of withdrawal policies, the tefiappropriate faculty means the
instructor of ead course section in_question or, in the event the instructor cannot be
contacted, the department chair or appropriate administrator.

(7) _ThefAwo shall not be used in calculating grade point averages, but shall be used in
determining probation and dism&gursuant to article 3 of this subchapter.

(8) A W0 shall not be assigned, or if assigned shall be removed, from a student's

(a) A student who is on academic probation shall be subject to dismissal if the student
earned a cumulative grade point average of less than 1.75 in all units attempted in each of 3
consecutive semesters (5 congeve quarters) which were graded on the basis of the
grading system described in section 55023.

accordance with section 55031.

(d) The governing board of a district may provide a waiver of the limitation on
remedial coursework with respect to any student who shows significant, measurable
progress toward the development of skills appropriate to his or her enroliment in-degree
applicable credit courses. Such waivers, if granted, shall be provided pursuant to locally
developed standards which are reviewed and approved by the governing board. The
standards shall include provisions which ensure that waivers are only given foresgpecif
periods of time or for specified numbers of units.

(e) A student who does not attain full eligibility status for de@geaicable credit
courses within the limit described in subdivision (a) of this section shall, unless provided
with a waiver, be rgricted to taking only noncredit courses, nondegu@aicable courses
which do not involve remediation, and those degeglicable credit courses which do not
have basic skills prerequisites or advisories on recommended preparation.

() A student mayupon successful completion of appropriéitemedial courseworé,
or upon demonstration of skills levels which will reasonably assure success in-degree
applicable credit courses, request reinstatement to proceed with such coursework.

() __The governing bodr of each district shall submit, through the established
Management Information System, information necessary to enable the Chancellor to
determine the following:

(1) The effect of this section on students by sex, age, and ethnicity;

(2) _Success ratesrfstudents enrolled ifremedial coursewor&;

(3) Attrition rates for students enrolledfiremedial courseworg;

(4) Rates at which students are referred to and enroll in adult noncredit instruction;

(5) Rates at which students who are referred ta adulcredit instruction subsequently
enroll in degreapplicable credit courses;

(6) Termto-term persistence rates for students;

(7) Rates at which students enter employment immediately after completing remedial
coursework;
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(8) The extent to which stedts are exempted from the limitation specified in
subdivision (b);

(9) The extent to which students receive waivers, as authorized by subdivision (d); and

(10) The rate at which students are dismissed as described in subdivision (e).

(b) For purposes of course repetition, academic renewal, and all other related
provisions in this division, the following terms shall have the meanings specified below:

(1) nCourse repetitiodoccurs when a studentho has previously received a grade as
defined in section 55023, in a particular coursenmlls in that course.

(2) ASubstandard academic workieans course work for which the grading symbols
fiD,0 AF,0 AFW,0 fiNPO or ANCO (as defined in section 550281d 55030) have been
recorded.

(c) The procedures or requlations adopted pursuant to subdivision (a) may allow a
student to repeat a course two times in an effort to alleviate substandard academic work. A
district may, upon petition by the student, pgrethird repetition of a course in which
substandard academic work has previously been recorded, provided the district finds that
there are extenuating circumstances which justify an additional repetition. Extenuating
circumstances are verified casesagftidents, illness, or other circumstances beyond the
control of the student. The district policy may allow the previous grade and credit to be
disregarded in computing the student's GPA each time the course is repeated.

(d) The policy adopted pursuatd subdivision (a) may permit a student with a
disability to repeat a special class for students with disabilities any number of times based
on an individualized determination that such repetition is required as a disedidiiyd
accommodatiomor thatparticular student for one of the reasons specified in section 56029.
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The district policy may allow the previous grade and credit to be disregarded in computing
the student's GPA each time the course is repeated.

(e) _When course repetition occurs pansiuto this section , the student's permanent
academic record shall clearly indicate any courses repeated using an appropriate symbol
and be annotated in such a manner that all work remains legible, insuring a true and
complete academic history.

(b) If a district permits repetition of courses where substandard academic work has not
been recorded, repetition shall be permitted, without petitionnstances when such
repetition is necessary for a student to meet a legally mandated training requirement as a
condition of continued paid or volunteer employment. Such courses must conform to all
attendance accounting, course approval, and other reaguitenmposed by applicable
provisions of law. Such courses may be repeated for credit any number of times, regardless
of whether or not substandard academic work was previously recorded, and the grade
received each time shall be included for purposes lofileding the student's grade point
average. The governing board of a district may establish policies and procedures requiring
students to certify or document that course repetition is necessary to complete legally
mandated training pursuant to this sulislon.

(c) The district policy adopted pursuant to subdivision (a) may allow repetition in
activity courses subject to the following conditions:

(1) The district must identify the courses which are to be repeatable, and designate
such courses in its @bg.

(2) The district must determine and certify that each identified course is one in which
the course content differs each time it is offered, and that the student who repeats it is
gaining an expanded educational experience for one of the follovasgns:

(A) Skills or proficiencies are enhanced by supervised repetition and practice within
class periods; or

(B) Active participatory experience in individual study or group assignments is the
basic means by which learning objectives are obtained.

(3) The district must develop and implement a mechanism for the proper monitoring of
such repetition.

(4) Students may repeat a course pursuant to this subdivision for not more than three
semesters or five quarters. For purposes of this subdivision, sesy@stgiarters include
summer or intersessions.

(d) The policy adopted pursuant to subdivision (a) may permit a student with a
disability to repeat a special class for students with disabilities any number of times based
on an individualized determinatidhat such repetition is required as a disabilghated
accommodation for that particular student for onénefreasons specified in sectief029.
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(e) Except as provided in subdivisions (b), (c) or (d), repetition of courses for which
substandard adamic work has not been recorded shall be permitted only upon petition of
the student and with the written permission of the governing board or its designee based on
a finding that the student's previous grade is, at least in part, the result of extenuatin
circumstances. Extenuating circumstances are verified cases of accidents, illness, or other
circumstances beyond the control of the student. Grades awarded for courses repeated
under this subdivision shall not be counted in calculating a studentss ppad average.

() _In addition to permitting course repetition in the circumstances described in this
section, a district may also require repetition of a course where substandard academic work
has not been recorded if the district determines thaé thas been a significant lapse of
time since the student previously took the course. A district may require a student to repeat
a course pursuant to this paragraph where the district has properly established a recency
prerequisite for a course pursuaatgection 55003 or has otherwise defirisajnificant
lapse of timeé in its policy on course repetition. If the district determines that a student
needs to repeat an activity course due to significant lapse of time, that repetition shall be
counted in appling the limit on repetitions set forth in subdivision (c)(4) except that, if the
student has already exhausted the number of repetitions permitted under subdivision (c)(4),
an additional repetition due to significant lapse of time may be required bisthetd

(9)_When course repetition under this section occurs, the student's permanent academic
record shall be annotated in such a manner that all work remains legible, insuring a true and
complete academic history.

8 55042. Course Repetition in Activity Courses.

(a) For purposes of subdivision (c) of section 55@agtivity course§include courses
where the student meets courseeghyes by repeating a similar primary educational
activity and the student continues or builds on skills or proficiencies by supervised
repetition and practice within class periods. Such courses include but are not limited to the
following:

multiple enrollments in a single course or in multiple courses involving the same primary
activity.

(2) Visual or performing arts courses in music, fine dhsater or dance which are
part of a sequence of transfer courses are not subject to paragraph (1) of this subdivision.

(c) ESL courses and nondegagplicable basic skills courses are not considered
factivity coursesfor purposes of subdivision (cj section 55041.

8 55043. Repetition of Variable Unit Courses

(a)_If a community college district offers credit courses for végialnits on an open
entry/ operexit basis pursuant to section 58164, the district policies on course repetition
shall provide that a student may enroll in the course as many times as necessary to
complete the entire curriculum of the course as describédei course outline of record.
However, the district policy may not permit the student to repeat any portion of the
curriculum for the course, regardless of the grade the student received for that portion of
the course, unless:

(1) the course is requuldor legally mandated training;

(2) the course is a special class for students with disabilities which the student needs to
repeat for one of the reasons described in section 56029; or

(3) __repetition of the course to retake a portion of the curriculsiqustified by
extenuating circumstances pursuant to subdivision (e) of section 55041.

(b) Notwithstanding subdivision (a), each time a student enrolls in a physical education
activity course offered on an open entry/open exit basis, regardlessrafrttoer of units
for which the student enrolls, the enrollment shall count as a repetition of the course for
purposes of sections 55640 and 58161.

8 55044. Academic Renewal Without Course Repetition.

(a) The governing board of each community college district shall adopt and publish
policies and procedures pertaining to the alleviation of previously recorded substandard
academic work,as defined in section 55040, which is not reflective of a student's
demonstrated ability. Such policies and procedures shall include a clear statement of the
educational principles upon which they are based, and shall be referred to as academic
renewal proedures. When academic renewal procedures adopted by the district permit
previously recorded, substandard course work to be disregarded in the computation of
grade point averages, the permanent academic record shall be annotated in such a mannet
that allwork remains legible, insuring a true and complete academic history.

(b) Policies and procedures adopted pursuant to subdivision (a) shall not conflict with:

(1) Section 55025 of this subchapter and Education Code section 76224, pertaining to
the finalty of grades assigned by instructors; or

(2) Chapter 2.5 (commencing with section 59020) of division 10 of this part pertaining
to the retention and destruction of records.

(c) The policies and procedures adopted pursuant to subdivision (a) shedisaald of
the following:

(1) The maximum amount of coursework that may be alleviated;

(2) The amount of academic work to have been completed at a satisfactory level
(minimum 2.00) subsequent to the coursework to be alleviated;
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(3) The length of timgo have elapsed since the coursework to be alleviated was
recorded; (4) A description of any specific courses and/or categories of courses that are,
for any reason, exempt from consideration under the alleviation procedures;

(5) The procedures to bellfmwved by students in petitioning for alleviation; and

(6) The personnel responsible for implementing the procedures.

Credit may be awarded for prior experience or prior learning only in terms of
individually identified courses for which examinations are conducted pursuant to this
section.

(e) The student's academic record shall be clearly annotated to reflect that credit was
earned by examination.

(f) Grading shall be according to the regular grading system approved by the governing
board pursuant to section 55023, except thadents shall be offered f@passno pasé
option if that option is ordinarily available for the course.

() _Units for which credit is given pursuant to the provisions of this section shall not be
counted in determining the 12 semester hours of crediesideénce required for an
associate degree.

(h) A district may charge a student a fee for administering an examination pursuant to
this section, provided the fee does not exceed the enrollment fee which would be associated
with enrollment in the course ferhich the student seeks credit by examination.

8 55051. Articulation of High School Courses.

(a) For purposes of this section, teemfiarticulated high school coueeans a high
school course or courses that the faculty in the appropriate discipline, using policies and
procedures approved by the curriculum committee established pursuant to section 55002,
have determined to be coamable to a specific community college course.

(b) The governing board of a community college district may adopt policies to permit
articulated high school courses to be applied to community college requirements in
accordance with this section. Articuldt@igh school courses may be accepted in lieu of
comparable community college courses to partially satisfy:

(1) requirements for a certificate program, including the total number of units required
for the certificate; or,

(2) _The majoor area of empdisisrequirements in a degree program.

(c) Articulated high school courses used to partially satisfy certificatea@riarea of
emphasisrequirements shall be clearly noted as such on the student's academic record.
Notations of community college courseedit shall be made only if community college
courses are successfully completed or if credit is earned via credit by examination.

(d) Except through credit by examination, as defined in section 55753, high school
courses may not be used to satisfy:

(1) The requirement of section 55063 that students complete at least 60 semester or 90
guarter units in order to receive an associate degree; or,

(2) Any general education requirement for the associate degree established by the
district.

The governing board of a community college district may adopt policies to grant credit
for satisfactoy completion of advanced placement examinations typically recognized by
colleges and universities as _measuring _competencies comparable to those achieved in
baccalaureate level courses.

The faculty in the appropriate discipline _must approve advanced matem
examinations, scores deemed to constitute satisfactory performance, courses offered by the
college for which credit will be granted, and requirements that may be met by such
examinations in_accordance with policies and procedures approved by theilgonric
committee established pursuant to section 55002.

The student's academic record shall be clearly annotated to reflect that credit was
earned through an advanced placement examination.

8 55061. Philosophy and Criteria for Associate Deqgree and General Education.

(a) The governing board of @mmunity college district shall adopt a policy which
states its specific philosophy on General Education. In developing this policy governing
boards shall consider the following policy of the Board of Governors:

The awarding of an Associate Degree idemled to represent more than an
accumulation of units. It is to symbolize a successful attempt on the part of the college to
lead students through patterns of learning experiences designed to develop certain
capabilities and insights. Among these aredbility to think and to communicate clearly
and effectively both orally and in writing; to use mathematics; to understand the modes of
inquiry of the major disciplines; to be aware of other cultures and times; to achieve insights
gained through experieadn thinking about ethical problems; and to develop the capacity
for seltunderstanding. In addition to these accomplishments, the student shall possess
sufficient depth in some field of knowledge to contribute to lifetime interest.

Central to an Assodi@ Degree, General Education is designed to introduce students to
the variety of means through which people comprehend the modern world. It reflects the
conviction of colleges that those who receive their degrees must possess in common certain
basic pringles, concepts and methodologies both unique to and shared by the various
disciplines. College educated persons must be able to use this knowledge when evaluating
and appreciating the physical environment, the culture, and the society in which they live.
Most importantly, General Education should lead to betteiusglérstanding.

In_establishing or modifying a general education program, ways shall be sought to
create coherence and integration among the separate requirements. It is also desirable that
general education programs involve students actively in examining values inherent in
proposed solutions to major social problems.

(b) The governing board of a community college district shall also establish criteria to
determine which courses may be usedimplementing its philosophy on the associate
degree and general education.

(c) The governing board of a community college district shall, on a reqular basis,
review the policy and criteria established pursuant to subdivisions (a) and (b) of this
section

(@) All lower division courses accepted toward the baccalaureate degree by the
California_State University or University of California or designed to be offered for
transfer.

(e) Credit courses in English and mathematics taught in or on behalf of other
departments and which, as determined by the local governing board require entrance skills
at a level equivalent to those necessary for the courses specified in sobdiyc) and (d)
above.

8 55063. Minimum Requirements for the Associate Degree.

The governing board of a community collegstiict shall confer the associate degree
upon a student who has demonstrated competence in reading, in written expression, and in
mathematics, and who has satisfactorily completed at least 60 semester units or 90 quarter
units of degreapplicable creditourse work (as defined in section 55002(a)) which falls
into _the categories described in section 55062. A college may also accept toward
satisfaction of this requirement courses that were not completed at a California community
college that would reasobly be expected to meet or exceed the standards of section
55002(a).

Effective for all students admitted to a community college for the Fall 2009 term or any
term thereafter, competence in written expression shall be demonstrated by obtaining a
satisfactoy grade in an English course at the level of the course typically known as
Freshman Composition (either Freshman Composition or another English course at the
same level and with the same rigor, approved locally) or by completing an assessment
conducted pwuant to subchapter 6 of this chapter (commencing with section 55500) and
achieving a score determined to be comparable to satisfactory completion of the specified
English course. Satisfactory completion of an English course at the level of Freshman
Compaition _shall satisfy both this competency requirement and the coursework
requirement set forth in subdivision (b)(1)(D)(i) of this section.

Effective for all students admitted to a community college for the Fall 2009 term or any
term thereafter, competende mathematics shall be demonstrated by obtaining a
satisfactory grade in a mathematics course at the level of the course typically known as
Intermediate Algebra (either Intermediate Algebra or another mathematics course at the
same level, with the sam&or and with Elementary Algebra as a prerequisite, approved
locally) or by completing an assessment conducted pursuant to subchapter 6 of this chapter
(commencing with section 55500) and achieving a score determined to be comparable to
satisfactory compten of the specified mathematics course. Satisfactory completion of a
mathematics course at the level of Intermediate Algebra shall satisfy both this competency
requirement and the coursework requirement set forth in subdivision (b)(1)(D)(ii) of this
sedion.

The competency requirements for written expression and mathematics may also be met
by obtaining a satisfactory grade in courses in English and mathematics taught in or on
behalf of other departments and which, as determined by the local governidgregaire
entrance skills at a level equivalent to those necessary for Freshman Composition and
Intermediate Algebra respectively. Requirements for demonstrating competency in reading
shall be locally determined.

The required 60 semester or 90 guarteitsuof course work must be fulfilled in a
curriculum accepted toward the degree by a college within the district (as shown in its
catalog). It must include at least 18 semester or 27 quarter units in general education and at
least 18 semester or 27 guartinits in a majoor area of emphasis prescribed in this
section. Of the total required units, at least 12 semester or 18 quarter units must be
completed in residence at the college granting the degree. Exceptions to residence
requirements for the ssciate degree may be made by the governing board when it
determines that an injustice or undue hardship would be placed on the student.

(a) Requirements for a major area of emphasis

(1) At least 18 semester or 27 quarter units of study must be itakesingle discipline
or related disciplines, as listed in the community collédfesxonomy ofPrograms) or in
an area of emphasis involving lower division coursework which prepares students for a
field of study or for a specific major at the Univeysitf California or the California State
University.

(2) Effective for all students admitted to a community college for the Fall 2009 term or
any term thereafter, each course counted toward the unit requirement of this subdivision
must be completed with@grade of C or better orf@0 if the course is taken onfipassno
pas® basis.

(b) General Education Requirements.

(1) Students receiving an associate degree shall complete a minimum of 18 semester or
27 quarter units of general education courseworkcwhincludes a minimum of three
semester or four quarter units in each of the areas specified in paragraphs (A), (B) and (C)
and the same minimum in each part of paragraph (D). The remainder of the unit
requirement is also to be selected from among these divisions of learning or as
determined by local option:

(A) Natural Sciences. Courses in the natural sciences are those which examine the
physical universe, its life forms, and its natural phenomena. To satisfy the general
education requirement inatural sciences, a course shall be designed to help the student
develop an appreciation and understanding of the scientific method, and encourage an
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understanding of the relationships between science and othem haatigities. This
category would includeintroductory or integrative courses in astronomy, biology,
chemistry, general physical science, geology, meteorology, oceanography, physical
geography, physical anthropoloqgy, physics and other scientific disciplines.

(B) Social and Behavioral Sciences.utses in the social and behavioral sciences are
those which focus on people as members of society. To satisfy the general education
requirement in social and behavioral sciences, a course shall be designed to develop an
awareness of the method of inquirsed by the social and behavioral sciences. It shall be
designed to stimulate critical thinking about the ways people act and have acted in response
to their societies and should promote appreciation of how societies and social subgroups
operate. This cat®ry would include introductory or integrative survey courses in cultural
anthropology, cultural geography, economics, history, political science, psychology,
sociology and related disciplines.

(C) Humanities. Courses in the humanities are those whidly gte cultural activities
and artistic expressions of human beings. To satisfy the general education requirement in
the humanities, a course shall be designed to help the student develop an awareness of the
ways in_which people throughout the ages andlifferent cultures have responded to
themselves and the world around them in artistic and cultural creation and help the student
develop aesthetic understanding and an ability to make value judgments. Such courses
could include introductory or integraéivcourses in the arts, foreign languages, literature,
philosophy, and religion.

(D) Language and Rationality. Courses in language and rationality are those which
develop for the student the principles and applications of language toward logical thought,
clear and precise expression and critical evaluation of communication in whatever symbol
system the student uses. Such courses include:

() _English Composition. Courses fulfilling the written composition requirement shall
be designedb include both expsitory and argumentative writing.

(i) Communication and Analytical Thinking. Courses fulfilling the communication
and analytical thinking requirement include oral communication, mathematics, logic,
statistics, computer languages and programming, aatkdetlisciplines.

(3) _Ethnic Studies will be offered in at least one of the areas required by subdivision

(2).
(c) While a course might satisfy more than one general education requirement, it may
not be counted more than once for these purposes. A aoarsee used to satisfy both a
general education requirement and a majoarea of emphasigequirement. Whether it
may be counted again for a different degree requirement is a matter for each college to
determine. Students may use the same coursedbargeneral education requirement for
the associate degree and to partially satisfy a general education requirement at the
California State University, if such course is accepted by that system to satisfy a general
education requirement.

(d) For the purpse of this sectionfisatisfactorily completad means either credit
earned on dipassno pasé basis or a grade point average of 2.0 or better in community
college credit courses in the curriculum upon which the degree is based.

The-college
awarded document confirming that a student has completed such a program shallibe know
as a certificate of achievement andy not be given any other designation. The award of a
certificate of achievement is intended to represent more than an accumulation of units.
Listing of the certificate of achievement on a student transcript symsisobuccessful
completion of patterns of learning experiences designed to develop certain capabilities that
may be oriented to career or general education. For purposes of this subdivision, the term
figeneral educatianincludes coursework taken to satigfgnsfer patterns established by
the University of California, the California State University, or accredited public
postsecondary institutions in adjacent states which award the baccalaureate degree.

(b) Shorter credit programs leading to a certificatey be established without review
and approval by the Chancellor after approval by the college curriculum committee and the
district governing board. Such a certificate may be given any name or designation deemed
appropriate by the district governing bdarexcept that such a certificate_ may not be
referred to as a certificate of achievement, a certificate of completion, or a certificate of
competency, unless approved by the Chancellor pursuant to subdivision (c). Such a
certificate may not be listed onstudent's transcript, unless approved by the Chancellor
pursuant to subdivision (c).

(c) A district may submit any sequence of courses consisting of 12 or more semester
units or 18 or more quarter units of degegmlicable credit coursework to the Chdlare
and request that it be approved as a program leading to a certificate of achievement. The
Chancellor may approve such a program if he or she determines that it satisfies the
requirements of subdivision (a) despite requiring fewer than 18 seme&#&naoarter units
of degreeapplicable credit coursework.
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(d) Content and assessment standards for certificates shall be defined by the local
curriculum committee and comply with the requirements of this chapter. Such standards
should also ensure that tifcate programs will be consistent with the mission of the
college, meet a demonstrated need, be feasible, and adhere to guidelines on academic
integrity which may be developed by the Chancellor, the Academic Senate for California
Community Colleges ortber appropriate statewide bodies.

(e) A description of each approved program shall be included in the college catalog.

(f) The Chancellor shall develop forms and procedures for submission of applications
for approval of a program leading to a certifecaf achievement.

(q) Provisions of this section regarding the naming or designation of certificates shall
become effective for the Fall 2008 term.

(b) Each plan shall be modified and brought up to date periodically as deemed
necessary by the governing board.

(c) Each plan shall contain the educational objectives of the community college or
district and the future plans for transfer programs, career technical programs, noncredit
courses and programs, and remedial and developmental programs. On the basis of current
and future enrollment, it shall contain plans for the development and expahsiocillary
services, including services in the library and for counseling, placement, and financial aid.

(3)_no course which has previously been denied separate approval by the Chancellor or
is part of a program that has been disappdoby the Chancellor may be offered pursuant
to this subdivision unless the proposed course has been modified to adequately address the
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reasons for denial and has been subsequently reapproved by the college curriculum
committee and district governing bdar

(4) no group of courses approved pursuant to this subdivision which total 18 or more
semester units or 27 or more quarter units in a singledigitr Taxonomy of Programs
code may be linked to one another by means of prerequisites or corequisites;

(5) no student may be permitted to count 18 or more semester units or 27 or more
quarter units of coursework approved pursuant to this subdivision toward satisfying the
requirements for a certificate or other document evidencing completion of an edudcationa
program or towards a major area of emphasfer completion of an associate degree; and

(6) the district promptly reports all courses approved pursuant to this subdivision to the
Chancellor through the Chancellor's Office Management Information System

(c) The Chancellor may, at any time, terminate the ability of a district to offer courses
pursuant to subdivision (b) if he or she determines that a district has failed to comply with
all of the conditions set forth in that subdivision. In that evem,district will become
immediately subject to the requirements of subdivision (d).

(d) Effective January 1, 2013, or earlier if so required by subdivision (c), the governing
board of each community college district shall separately submit for appogvéie
Chancellor all nondegreapplicable credit courses and individual deempplicable credit
courses which are not part of any approved educational program.

8 55130. Approval of Credit Programs.

(a) Before offering any credit course as part of an educational program at a college, the
governing board of a district shall obtain approval of the educational program from the
Chancellor in accalance with the provisions of this article.

(b) The application for approval shall contain at least the following:

(1) The name of the proposed program.

(2) _The description of the proposeagram.

(3) a list of required courses to be included in the program.

(5) The purposes and specific objectives of the proposed program.

(6) The place of the proposed program in the distnaster plan.

(7) _An explanation of how the program is appropriate to the objectives and conditions
of higher education and community college education in California and how it conforms to
statewide master planning.

(8) The need for the proposed prograsaertained with regard to at least the following
factors:

(A) Other community colleges in the area currently offering the program;

(B) Other programs closely related to the proposed program offered by the college;

(C) Relation of the proposed programjob market analysis, where applicable;

(D) Enrollment projection for the proposed program;

(E)  Recommendations of career technical education regional consortia, when
applicable; and
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(F) The classification of the courses in the program in accordegtiteection 55001.

(9) The need for and present adequacy of the following resources shall be determined
in relation to the proposed program:

(A) Library and media center resources;

(B) Facilities and equipment required to initiate and sustain the gimodf a new
facility is to be used, reference should be made to theyfae master plan.

(C) Availability of adequate or proposed financial support; and

(D) Availability of faculty.

(c) The development, establishment and evaluation of an educatgram shall
include representative faculty involvement.

(d) _An approval is effective until the program or implementation of the program is
discontinued or modified in any substial way. The Chancellor may evaluate an
educational program, after its appal, on the basis of factors listed in this section. If on
the basis of such an evaluation the Chancellor determines that an educational program
should no longer be offered, the Chancellor may terminate the approval and determine the
effective date of tenination.

(e) In multicollege districts, program approval is granted for a specific college.

Article 2. Approval of Noncredit Courses and Programs

55152, 55153 and 55154 on forms provided by the Chancellarapproval is effective
until the program or implementation of the program is discontinued or modified in any
subgantial way. he Chancellor may evaluate a ngedit program, after its approval, on
the basis of factors listed in sections 55152, 55153 or 55154, as applicable. If on the basis
of such an evaluation the Chancellor determines that the program should no longer be
offered, the Chancellor may terminateetapproval and determine the effective date of
termination.

(c) Course outlines for all noncredit courses prepared in accordance with subdivision
(c) of section 55002 shall be on file in the community college offering the course.

(d) Authorities of eacltommunity college maintaining noncredit courses shall keep
such current records and reports as may be required by the Chancellor.

(e) In order to be eligible for enhanced funding pursuant to Education Code sections
84750.5 and 84760.5, a career develamnue college preparation noncredit course must
be part of a program or sequence of courses approved by the Chancellor pursuant to
sections 55151 or 55152.

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8 55151. Career Development and College Preparation.

A noncredit course involving career development or college preparation will be eligible
for enhanced funding pursuant to Education Coeetiegns 84750.5 and 84760.5 if it
satisfies the requirements set forth in subdivisions (a), (b) and (c) below.

(a) The course is approved by the college curriculum committee and the district
governing board pursuant to subdivision (c) of section 550@R ey the Chancellor's
Office pursuant to section 55150 and is part of either:

(1) A shortterm vocational program providing less than 288 hours of instruction which
the Chancellor, in consultation with the Employment Development Department, has
determned to have high employment potential. In _making this determination, the
Chancellor_shall utilize job demand data provided by the Employment Development
Department. If current job demand data in the relevant field is not available from the
Employment Deviepment Department, the Chancellor and the Employment Development
Department may rely upon other data submitted by the college.

(2) A sequence of courses involving:

(A) Courses in elementary and secondary basic skills;

(B) Workforce preparation coses in the basic skills of speaking, listening, reading,
writing, mathematics, decisiemaking, and problem solving skills that are necessary to
participate in jobspecific technical training; or

(C) Courses in English as a second language and vocalmgikh as a second
language.

(b) The program or sequence of courses is designed to result in either:

(1) A noncredit certificate of completion leading to improved employability or job
opportunities; or

(2) A noncredit certificate of competency inexognized career field articulated with
degreeapplicable coursework, completion of an associate degree or transfer to a
baccalaureate institutionA certificate of competency in a recognized career field may be
articulated with degreepplicable coursewk, an associate degree, or transfer to a
baccalaureate institutioby means of nondegremplicable coursework which may be
completed prior to or taken concurrently with deeaeelicable or transferable
coursework.

(c) Each program or sequence of cosrseust be submitted to and approved by the
Chancellor. Each application for approval shall include a list of required courses to be
included in the program or sequence of courses, course outlines for each course, and an
explanation of how the program aecgience of courses is designed to lead students to one
of the outcomes described in subdivision (b). For steonh vocational programs, the
application shall also include an analysis of labor market need or job availability.

(d) The Chancellor shall delop forms and procedures for electronic submission of
applications for approval.

(e) If the Chancellor approves a sequence of courses or atemortvocational
program_pursuant to this section, the sequence of courses or program may not be
subsequengl modified by the inclusion of additional courses unless the course or courses to
be added are of one of the types listed in subdivision (a) and have themselves been
individually approved by the Chancellor pursuant to section 55150.
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() _Under no circumsteces may a district separate an existing noncredit course which
provides less than one hundred and ten (110) hours of instruction into two or more courses
for the purpose of forming a sequence of courses to satisfy the requirements of this section.

(g) Nothing in this section shall be construed to prevent a particular student from
taking additional degreapplicable coursework, pursuing an associate degree, or pursuing
transfer to abaccalaureate institution in addition to or instead of seeking immediate
employment.

(h) For purposes of this article, the tefinertificate of completiobdmeans a document
confirming that a student has completed a program or sequence of noncredit courses that
prepares him or her to progress in a career path or to undertateedpeplicable or
nondegreapplicable credit courses. The document must include the name of the
certificate and the date awarded, be identified Byweonomy of Programs (T.0O.P.p@e
number and program disciplingdentify the goal of the progranand Ist the courses
completed by the student.

(i) _For purposes of this article, the tefioertificate of competenéymeans a document
confirming that a student enrolled in a program or sequence of noncredit courses has
demonstrated achievement of a set ahpetencies that prepares him or her to progress in
a career path or to undertake deempelicable or nondegrespplicable credit courses.

The document must include the name of the certificate and the datdedwhe identified
by a T.O.P. ©@de number ah program discipline, and list the relevant competencies
achieved by the student.

(1)__Content and assessment standards for certificates shall be defined by the local
curriculum committee. The review of noncredit certificate programs by the curriculum
committee shall be conducted using the same standards as applied to credit programs with
respect to academic integrity, consistency with college mission, meeting a demonstrated
need and program feasibility.

(k) Each noncredit certificate program shall bpraped by the governing board of the
district.

()_Noncredit certificates may be awarded to students who have earned them on behalf
of the governing board of the district by any appropriate district official or by a particular
department or division purant to a delegation of authority from the governing board.

(m) this section shall become inoperative on June 30, 2008.

(c) If a district seks to claim enhanced funding for the program pursuant to Education
Code sections 84750.5 and 84760.5, the program must also be designed to lead to one of
the types of certificates described in subdivision (b) of section 55151.

(d) Applications shall inade all of the following:

(1) alist of required courses to be included in the program;

(2) course outlines for all courses in the program:;

(3) a statement of the goals and objectives of the program;

(4) a description of the relationship of thepweed program to other programs;

(5) a discussion of the possible impact of the proposed program on nearby community
colleges; and

(6) an analysis of labor market need or job availability.

(e) _The Chancellor shall develop forms and procedures forwestel approval of
such programs. If a program was approved pursuant to section 55151 prior to June 30,
2007, information provided with the prior application need not be resubmitted.

() _If a program is approved by the Chancellor pursuant to this sethi®mrogram
may be subsequently modified by the addition of other noncredit courses without the
necessity to obtain separate approval of such courses from the Chancellor.

(9)_Nothing in this section shall be constriedequire a particular student tomaplete
a certificate or to characterize failure to do so as a negative outcome.

(h) _Nothing in this section shall be construedptevent a particular student from
taking additional degreapplicable coursework, pursuing an associate degree, or pursuing
transfer to abaccalaureate institution in _addition to or instead of seeking immediate

employment.

(c) A ocommunity college district may submit to the Chancellor for approval any
noncredit program providing 288 hours or more of instruction in an area not described in
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section 55152 or subdivision (a) of this section. The Chancellor may approve such
programs ifhe or she determines that the program would satisfy the requirements of this
section.

(d) The Chancellor shall develop forms and procedures for review and approval of
programs submitted for approval pursuant to this section.

(e) If a program is approvday the Chancellor pursuant to this section, the program
may be subsequently modified by the addition of other noncredit courses without the
necessity to obtain separate approval of such courses from the Chancellor.

() A district may, but is not requiretb, award a noncredit certificate pursuant to
section 55155 to students who complete such a program, provided that such a certificate
may not be designated or referred to as a certificate of achievement, a certificate of
completion or a certificate of cqratency.

(c) The application for approval shall include all of the following:

(1) A statement that both the local curriculum committee(s) and the district governing
board have reviewed and approved the high school diploma program.

(2) Information demonstratintpat there exists demand for the college to offer a high
school diploma program for adult learners in the area.

(3) Course content standards that meet or exdeedstaindards for the high school
curriculum established by the California State Board of Hiltaand that ensure that
students will be able to demonstrate levels of knowledge, skills, abilities and competency
comparable to students in comprehensive secondary school programs.

(4) Comprehensive descriptions of program organization, instructioppbsiservices,
stucent services, facilities and going staffing efforts to demonstrate that the district has
the resources to maintain the high school diploma program.

(5) A copy of theproposed catalog description.

(6) Requirements or conditions by whi@ student can obtain high school credit by
examination or by successfully completing college degmsicable or nondegree
applicable credit course work and aaifernative means for students to complete the
prescribed course of study.

(7) A description of the student assessment procedures for academic placement in the
program and a description of how the district will evaluate student progress

(d) Once a program is approved by the Chancellor pursuant to thensdiceé program
may be subsequently modified by the addition of other noncredit courses without the
necessity to obtain separate approval of such courses from the Chancellor.
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(e) Notwithstanding the requirements of subdivision (c), any student enroleHigh
school diploma program prior to December 1, 2007, may receive a high school diploma
based on completion of the curriculum required for the program as set forth in the college
catalog in effect at the time the student first enrolled in the progyeowided the student
remains continuously enrolled without a break of more than one term subsequent to the Fall
2007 term.

() In order for a high school diploma program to qualify for enhanced noncredit
funding pursuant to Education Code sections 84750d 84760.5, the application for
approval must satisfy the requirements of section 55151.

(c) If a district does not seek enhanced funding for a program or sequence of noncredit
courses, or the program or sequence of courses does not qualify &rcedhfunding
pursuant to section 55151, a noncredit certificate program may be established by the
district without approval by the Chancellor except as required in sections 55152, 55153 or
55154. A district may award a noncredit certificate to a studenipleting such a
program, but may not designate or refer to it as a certificate of completion or a certificate of
competency.

(d) A noncredit certificate_ may not be referred to as a certificate of achievement
regardless of its length or whether or ndtas been approved by the Chancellor.

(e) A description of each approved program shall be included in the college catalog.

(f) Provisions of this section regarding the naming or designation of certificates shall
become effective for the Fall 2008 term.

(e) The Chancellor shall notify the community college district initiating the proposal
and the Califorra Postsecondary Education Commission of the findings and actions of the
Board of Governors on the proposal.

(e) _insofar as possible, identify present and future labor market requirements for the
proposed service area, a broader adjacent region, and the state; and

(f) if possible, reconcile projected labor market requirements and community program

preferences.

Alternative delivery systems considered must be adequately described,
generally mutually exclusive, and limited to a manageable nhumber to facilitate analysis and
review.

(d) Proposed sources of funding for needed resourcesbhmudéntified for both short
and longterm operations.

(2) Engage instructors, supervisors, and other personnel who desire to contribute their
servces over and above the normal period for which they are employed by the district, if
necessary, and provide equipment and supplies for the field trip or excursion.

(3)_Transport students, instructors, supervisors or other personnel to and from places in
the state, any other state, the District of Columbia, or a foreign country where the excursion
or field trip is being conducted. Transportation may be provided by use of district
equipment, by contracting with a transportation provider, or by arrangingptetation by
the use of other equipment. When district equipment is used, the governing board shall
secure liability insurance, and if travel is to and from a foreign country, the liability
insurance shall be secured from a carrier licensed to tramsaghnce business in the
foreign country.

(4) Provide supervision of students involved in field trips or excursions by academic
employees of the district.

(b) No student shall be prevented from taking a field trip or excursion which is integral
to the @mpletion of a course because of lack of sufficient funds. To this end the governing
board shall coordinate efforts of community service groups to supply funds for students in
need of them.

(c) No group shall be permitted to take a field trip or excuraibich is integral to the
completion of a course if any student who is a member of such an identifiable group will be
excluded from participation in the field trip or excursion because of lack of sufficient
funds. Nothing in this subdivision or subdivisitb) shall be construed to prevent a district
from offering a study abroad course or program because a particular student or group of
students is unable to participate in the course or program due to lack of funds.

(d) Expenses of students participatinga field trip or excursion authorized by this
section may not be paid with public funds, except where:

(1) the expenditure is authorized pursuant to subdivision (a); or

(2) funds from a state or federal grant or categorical program are used congisten
the statutory, requlatory or contractual conditions applicable to the expenditure of such
funds.

(e) For purposes of subdivision (d), funds of an auxiliary organization duly established
pursuant to education Code section 72670 et seq. shall nohbielered to be public funds.

(N Expenses of instructors, chaperons, and other personnel participating in a field trip
or excursion authorized by this section may be paid from district funds, and the district may
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pay from district funds all incident@xpenses for the use of district equipment during a
field trip or excursion authorized by this section.

(g) _The attendance or participation of a student in a field trip or excursion authorized
by this section may be claimed for apportionment to the exteat the field trip or
excursion is part of a course. However, attendance claimed for apportionment as a result of
a field trip or excursion shall be limited to the amount of attendance that would have
accrued had the students not been engaged ineldetrdip or excursion. No more contact
hours shall be generated by a field trip or excursion than if the class were held on campus.

(h) _All persons making the field trip or excursion shall be deemed to have waived all
claims against the district or théaf of California for injury, accident, illness, or death
occurring during or by reason of the field trip or excursion. All adults takinafesiiate
field trips or excursions and all parents or guardians of minor students takiofisiate
field trips or excursions shall sign a statement waiving such claims.
