1.    Description of Equipment

2.  Care of Equipment
               It is agreed and understood that the STUDENT will exercise all due and reasonable care

EOPS/CARE accepts and
      acknowledges the reasonable and normal wear and depreciation in the value of the 
               LAPTOP.    However, EOPS/CARE will not accept cost of damage to said LAPTOP where:
A. The STUDENT’s negligent use or misuse causes damage to the LAPTOP. 

B. The damage to the LAPTOP is intentional.

C. The damage, depreciation, or wear and tear is outside the terms of this AGREEMENT

3.   Deductible 
            Unless otherwise specified by this AGREEMENT, the maximum loss incurred by the
            STUDENT for lost, stolen, or damaged LAPTOP is (replacement value).

4.  Lost of Stolen Laptops

              In cases where the LAPTOP is lost or stolen, a STUDENT must file a police report and

              contact the EOPS/CARE office at (Phone Number) within 48 hours.  To file a police report,
              you must immediately notify the local police (and College Security if the theft occurred on 
              campus).  After filing a report with the local police, you must provide EOPS/CARE
              with a copy of the police report.  Failure to file a report of stolen property with the local 
              police will cause the STUDENT to be liable to EOPS/CARE for $2,000.
5.  Rules of Laptop Operation

     The User will abide by the following computer use policies:

A. The laptop computers, software, and services available through

                         EOPS/CARE are to be used for acceptable educational purposes only.

· STUDENT may only use software that is already available on the
EOPS/CARE computers.  EOPS/CARE does not allow any outside software to be used on or loaded onto EOPS/CARE computers without
                                    prior approval of the Coordinator of the EOPS/CARE programs.
· EOPS/CARE computers and services are only to be used for assigned
                                    college-related homework.  Laptop computers are not to be used for games,
                                    personal business, or recreational purposes.

· Downloading products or software from the Internet is strictly prohibited.

B. It is prohibited to damage or attempt to damage computers, software,
                              networks or any other computer facilities anywhere on-or off-campus.

C. Do not attempt to modify the laptop computer configurations or software
                              programs.

D. EOPS/CARE laptop computers, software or services may not be used for
                              sexual harassment or any harassing or discriminatory behavior
                              based on race, sex, religion, age, national origin, or disability.  This

                              includes intentionally accessing Internet sites that endorse or present

                              such harassing or discriminatory materials.

E. Using Internet or any other computer services to access and display sexually 
                              explicit materials is strictly prohibited.
F.              Unauthorized use of any computing resources is cause for suspension

                             of STUDENT rights to use the EOPS/CARE laptop computers and may 

                             result in dismissal from the EOPS/CARE program.
6.  License Agreements
     EOPS/CARE is sole owner of the software included with the LAPTOP.  Any
     copying, modification, merging, or distribution of the software by the STUDENT,
     including written documentation, is prohibited.  The STUDENT is responsible for
     complying with any and all hardware, software, and service provider licensing agreements,
     terms of use, and applicable state and federal copyright and other intellectual property
     protections.  Violations of such licenses, terms, or laws shall constitute a violation of this
     agreement.
7.  Delivery and Acceptance

     STUDENT hereby agrees to complete a STATEMENT OF RESPONSIBILITY FOR 
     LAPTOP COMPUTER USE (STATEMENT); the STUDENT intends to borrow a LAPTOP.
     Upon completing the STATEMENT, the STUDENT will acknowledge receipt of the
     LAPTOP, peripheral equipment and software listed above, in good condition and working
     order and will verify the correctness of the serial number and EOPS/CARE barcode.
     The STUDENT agrees to return the LAPTOP at the end of the mutually agreed upon loan
     period, which will be listed on the STATEMENT.  In the event that the STUDENT is no 
     longer a participant in EOPS/CARE, the STUDENT will be expected to return the
     LAPTOP and all associated equipment and software to the EOPS/CARE office within 48
     hours.
8. Termination of Agreement 

    Termination of this AGREEMENT shall occur automatically under the following  

    circumstances:

a. Anytime the STUDENT is not a participant in EOPS/CARE.

b. Breach of the rules of the AGREEMENT, STATEMENT or other EOPS/CARE policies.

c. Upon notice of termination to the STUDENT from EOPS/CARE, which may
                         be with or without cause.
     Upon such termination, the STUDENT shall return the LAPTOP and all associated equipment
     and software to the EOPS/CARE office within 48 hours.
9. Notice of EOPS/CARE Rights
    The STUDENT has no ownership, interest in, and no right to title in the LAPTOP. 
    EOPS/CARE is the equitable owner of the LAPTOP and such will enforce its rights 
    vigorously through all means civil and criminal. A STUDENT who is in material breach of the 
    AGREEMENT and/or who denies any of EOPS/CARE’s ownership rights to the 
    LAPTOP will be referred for possible prosecution for felony theft.  A STUDENT who denies
    EOPS/CARE ownership or otherwise violates the AGREEMENT or STATEMENT 
    prior to action being taken, but failure to give such notice shall not impair or limit 
    EOPS/CARE’s rights.  A hold shall be placed on STUDENT’S record until said LAPTOP is 

 returned to EOPS/CARE in the same condition as it was loaned out.
10. Compensation
      The STUDENT agrees to reimburse and hold EOPS/CARE harmless from and against
      any and all liabilities, costs, collection costs, and damages (including attorney fees), which
      arise out of or relate in any way to the use of, misuse of, or failure to return the LAPTOP 
      equipment or software by USER or others.

11. Modifications, Upgrades & Repairs
      The STUDENT shall not modify, upgrade or attempt repairs to the LAPTOP or its installed
      software without express written permission of EOPS/CARE.  Any modifications, 
      upgrades, or repairs made shall become property of EOPS/CARE.  Any damages to the 
      LAPTOP, or other requirement for modification, upgrading, or repair shall be promptly 
      brought to the attention of EOPS/CARE.  The STUDENT is responsible for the cost of
      any modification, upgrades, or repair to the LAPTOP or its installed software where it is 
      required as a result of STUDENT’s misuse, negligence or intentional conduct, or other acts
      of omissions in violation of the AGREEMENT or STATEMENT.
