2007-08 EOPS Allocations 

Synopsis:  The 2007-08 State Budget Act provides the Extended Opportunity Programs and Services (EOPS) program with $106.786 million in local assistance monies, which includes 2 percent growth and 4.53 percent cost-of-living adjustment.  The EOPS funding is allocated through the Board of Governors’ adopted formula, which also establishes a cap annually for students served.  

Current Title 5 regulations (Section 56210) require districts to maintain the same dollar level of services supported with non-EOPS funds as the average reported in their final budget report in the previous three academic years.  At a minimum, this amount shall equal the three-year average or 15 percent of the average EOPS allocation to that college for the same three base years, whichever is greater (minimum district contribution).

The Chancellor's Office relied on data submitted through MIS (student counts for 2006-07) for the EOPS 2007-08 allocation formula.  Please keep in mind that coordination between the EOPS office and college/district MIS staff is the key to correcting any discrepancies and ultimately having accurate data in the system representing your college's EOPS program.  

The Budget Act for 2007-08 includes $1.9 million specifically to support additional textbook assistance for students.  This increase in textbook funding has been included in each program’s allocation and has been added to the 2006-07 minimum textbook obligations (required amount for book services and/or grants) for the 2007-08 fiscal year.  If you will not be able to spend the additional funds for textbooks, you will have the opportunity to return the funds through the Declaration of Unused Funds process and not be penalized in your future allocations.  However, if after review of the book expenditure reports at the end of the year it is determined that you did not meet or exceed your obligation, it may be necessary to reduce your 2008-09 EOPS allocation.  You will be notified if this occurs.

Action Requested/Date of Response:  The Chancellor's Office requires approval and accounting of EOPS expenditures through the use of the EOPS Program Plan and Budget.  These reporting forms and instructions are posted on the Chancellor's Office Student Services website at www.cccco.edu/divisions/ss/eops/eops.htm.  Please submit the EOPS Program Plan and Budget for 2007-08 by November 15, 2007.  Title 5 does not provide a waiver to this deadline.
