Synopsis:  The fiscal year 2008-2009 State Budget provides the Credit and Noncredit Matriculation Programs with $101.8 millions to provide Matriculation services to students in the public community colleges. Attached are the 2008-2009 Matriculation Final Allocations.  During the past year, more than 2 million students were served in credit and noncredit programs in all 109 community colleges, their satellite campuses, educational centers and 72 districts throughout California.  

State funding for Matriculation did not increase this year due to the extraordinarily difficult economic hardships that must be borne throughout the state, though we are fortunate that funding for Matriculation programs remains stable for this year.  Matriculation programs did not receive COLA, and individual Matriculation allocations may be affected by increases or decreases in student enrollment headcount and the fact that with the acccreditation of Woodland College in our system, the allocation must redistribute a bit more thinly.

The Matriculation final allocations are provided here for your information. Payments to the colleges, beyond the June advance apportionment, are transmitted and disbursed to the districts from January through May (First Principal Apportionment, P1) and in June (Second Principal Apportionment, P2).
