Release of Focus on Results:  Accountability Reporting for the Community Colleges (ARCC).  This report fulfills a recent state legislative mandate (AB 1417, 2004) and provides the most accurate and up-to-date assessment of the state of community colleges in California.  

WHY:
Currently more than 70 percent of all California students pursuing higher education attend community college.  By 2013, California will have an additional 600,000 students enrolling in higher education and 80 percent are projected to enroll in California community colleges.  The California Community Colleges System is the largest workforce training provider and confers more degrees and vocational certificates than any other higher educational system in the nation.  The ARCC report gives the most accurate assessment of how the system is faring, and the true results it is delivering to taxpayers.
