The number of female first-time students increased by 639 (0.5%), while males declined by 1,583 (�1.3%). More than three-fourths of all aid provided was in the form of grants and enrollment fee waivers. CARE:	Assists single parent EOPS students on AFDC through grants and allowances for child care, transportation, and books/supplies, as well as counseling, advisement, and peer networking activities.

EOPS:	Offers academic and support counseling, and financial aid to students with language, social, economic and educational disadvantages.

GAIN:	Provides education, job services, and support services (including child care and transportation) to eligi�ble welfare recipients through a coordinated program with the Department of Social Services, the Chan�cellor’s Office of the California Community Colleges, the Department of Education, the Employment Development Department, and the State Job Training Coordinating Council��Uses of Measure:�These data reflect institutional efforts in assisting physically and economically disadvantaged students with various support services to facilitate their progress through higher education.��Analysis:�In 1996-97, over 6,200 (4%) new students were served by categorical programs.  All four categorical programs, except GAIN, served more students than in the prior year. Course disciplines are based on the first two digits of the Taxonomy of Programs (TOP) code.  Changes in instructional offerings directly impacts student access.  In Fall 1997, a revision of TOP codes was in effect and implemented.��Analysis:�In Fall 1997, the number of course sections taught increased by 7,863 (5.6%).  In Fall 1997, disciplines with the largest number of course sections include Humanities (10.7%), Fine and Applied Arts (11.2%), Interdisciplinary Studies (11.2%), and Education (9.8%).  Only one discipline area had cutback, namely, Architecture/Environmental Design (-8.0%).
