This section on student success presents thirty-four performance measures on how well commu�nity colleges are carrying out their instructional mission.  The first set of measures show student declared goals to determine if there is  congruence between student needs and institutional offer�ings.  The next set of measures presents course enrollments for different categories of student and curriculum.  Course enrollments indicate the levels of services actually made available to students.  Measures of successful course completion follow indicating the rate at which students completing courses receive passing letter grades of C or better, thus receiving credit units towards a degree, certificate, transfer objective or other goal.  Two more sets of measures gauge the retention and persistence of student.  The retention rate measures the degree that different categories of students and curricular areas retain the enrollee’s participation without withdrawal from class and the learning process, regardless of achievement level.  Similarly, the persistence rate measures how well different groupings of students persist in their attendance from the Fall to Spring term.



The remaining student success measures deal with institutional outcomes and completed prod�ucts.  Illustrated here are outcomes by student and program categories, including the number of degrees and certificates awarded, the number of transfers accepted and enrolled by the University of California and the California State University, and the employment and earning gains of community college completers and exiters.



A brief summary of the findings related to student success for the Fall 1997 and/or the academic year follows:



Goals—For every ten students in community colleges having declared goals, five seek preparation for transfer, three seek occupational training, and two want to improve basic skills or educational development.  In Fall 1997, there was a slight increase in the propor�tion of students seeking either to obtain an associate degree without transfer, pursue educational development, or improve basic skills.



Congruence—There was reasonable congruence between student declared goals and instructional services provided: 



46% of students sought transfer preparation; 72% of credit course enrollment completed transferable academic and occupational classes. 



30% of students sought occupational training; 21% of credit course enrollment completed non-transfer occupational classes.



6% of students sought basic skill improvement; 7% of credit course enrollment completed basic skills classes.

Grades—Four end-of-term letter grades reported most frequently were:  A (20.8%), B (15.2%), W (15.0%), and C (11.3%).  The letter grades A, B, and C declined slightly while F increased by 9.4 % over the Fall 1996. 



Successful course completion—The overall rate in Fall 1997 was 66.1%, a decrease from: 66.3% in Fall 1996; 66.8% in Fall 1995; and 66.6% in Fall 1994.



Gender:  Female students had a successful course completion rate of 67.5% compared to 64.2% for males.



Race/ethnicity:  Asians/Pacific Islanders and Whites earned the highest successful course completion rates at 70.4% and 70.4%, respectively.



Course type:  Highest successful course completion rates were attained in Credit NonDegree Applicable classes (67.9%) and lowest in Basic Skills (58.2%).



Academic disciplines:  Highest levels of successful course completion occurred in Commercial Services (81.2%), Health (80.8%), Public Affairs and Service (77.8%); lowest in Mathematics (52.3%), Psychology (61.5%), and Social Sciences (62.3%).



Course retention—The overall rate in Fall 1997 was 81.4%, and remained stable in compari�son to prior Fall terms:  81.4% for Fall 1996; 81.5% for Fall 1995; and 81.3% for Fall 1994.



Gender:  Female students had a retention rate of 81.9%, 1.1 points higher than for male students at 80.8%.



Race/ethnicity:  Asians/Pacific Islanders and Whites earned the highest retention rate at 83.6% for both.



Course type:  Credit NonDegree Applicable classes had the highest retention at 84.1% and  Basic Skills the lowest at 79.8%.



Academic disciplines:  Highest retention rates were attained in Health (89.8%), Public Affairs and Services (90.2%), and Commercial Services (90.6%); lowest in Mathe�matics (72.9%), Biological Sciences (78.8%), and Physical Sciences (79.0%).



Persistence—The overall rate of students persisting from the Fall to Spring term was measured separately for full-time and part-time students.  (Note:  A student successfully completing 15 credit units during the Fall and Spring terms was defined to be full-time for the purposes of measuring persistence.)



Full-time students persisted at 95.8% in 1996-97, a 0.1 point decrease over 95.9% in 1995-96.  Among categories of full-time students:



Gender:  Females persisted at 96.2 compared to 95.4% for males.



Race/ethnicity:  Hispanics had the highest rate at 96.7%.



Age:  Students between 25 and 39 years had the lowest rate at 94.9%.



Goal:  Students seeking basic skills had the highest rate at 97.4%.



Part-time students persisted at 45.5% in 1996-97, a 1.3 point decrease from 46.8% in 1995-96.  Among categories of part-time students:



Gender:  Females persisted at 47.3% compared to males at 43.3%.



Race/ethnicity:  Hispanics had the highest rate at 47.7%.



Age:  Students over 39 years had the highest rate at 48.7%.



Goal:  Students seeking training in Other (i.e., other than transfer, occupational, or basic skills) had the highest rate at 46.7%.



Awards—In 1996-97, community colleges statewide awarded a total of 60,538 associate degrees, an increase of 3,462 (6.1%) and  32,328 certificates, an increase of 2,859 (8.8%).



Gender:  58.4% of all awards  were earned by females compared to 41.6% by males.



Race/ethnicity:  45.6% of all awards were earned by nonwhite, a 11.7% decrease over the prior academic year.



Academic discipline:  One-third (35.0%) of all awards were in Liberal Arts and Science.  For occupational education, the three largest awards programs were Nursing, Administration of Justice and Fire Control and Safety.



Transfers—In 1996-97, University of California accepted 10,492 transfers, compared to 10,886 in 1995-96; 10,929 in 1994-95; and 10,940 in 1993-94.



California State university accepted 48,349 transfers, compared to 48,688 for 1995-96; 46,912 for 1994-95; and 44,420 in 1993-94.  



Minority (nonWhite) representation among transfers decreased by 0.7% to the University of California and increased by 2.2% to the California State University.



Job performance—The Chancellor’s Office analyzed the changes in employment and earnings of community college exiters and completers (leaving during the 1992-93 aca�demic year) by matching data in college records to Unemployment Insurance and tax withholding information reported by California employers to the Employment Develop�ment Department (EDD).  There were 700,564 exiters and completers in 1992�93, of which 390,214 (55.7%) were located in the EDD wage file.  Of those located, roughly  236,470 (60.6%) worked all four quarters during the exit year or three years out of college.  For exiters who worked all four quarters during the last year in college and the third year out of college, the real (inflation adjusted) median earnings increased from $22,049 in 1992-93 to $25,314 (14.9%) in 1995-96.  Considerable variation in earnings gains occurred for different categories of students:



Gender:  Females gained 12.6% three years out of college; males gained 16.2%.



Race/ethnicity:  Highest real earnings gains by Other NonWhite at 15.4% and lowest by Blacks at 3.1%.



Age:  Highest gains by students under 25 years at 58.9% and lowest by those 35 years and older who reduced earnings by 0.9%.  (Note:  Some older members of this group may have reduced earnings due to retirement.)



Units completed:  Correlated directly with earnings, with exiters completing under 12 units gaining 9.4%, while those earning an associate degree gained 65.9%.



Special Needs Status for Vocational Education:  Economically Disadvantaged had highest real earnings gain at 67.5%, followed by Disabled (40.0%), Academic Disad�vantaged (29.2%), and lowest by Limited-English Proficient (14.6%).



AA Degree completers (all ages):  Highest gains were made by majors in the follow�ing vocational concentrations:  Dental Technology, 113.7%; Nursing, 112.1%; Agri�cultural Service, 95.2%; Drafting Technology, 50.1%; Aeronautical Technology, 45.7%; Automotive Technology, 36.0%; and Electronics, 26.5%.

Caution should be exercised in interpreting declared goals since no distinction is made for students’ short-term or long-term objectives, and not all goals are mutually exclusive.��Analysis:�The 85,197 enrollment growth in Fall 1997 resulted in some shifts in student declared goals.  Unchanged over the prior year was the large portion of students (17.2%) indicating “Undecided.”  In Fall 1997, there was an increase in students declaring educational development (27.6%), formulating career interests (14.1%), advancing career  interests (13.6%), and improving basic skills (13.0%).  Very slight decreases occurred among students declaring occupational associate degrees without transfer (-0.6%) and maintaining a license/certificate (-0.3%).��Source:�Chancellor’s Office, Management Information System��

Definition of Measure:�This measure combines specific educational goals of students within the stated Master Plan mission of California Community Colleges.  The detailed goal statements (see Measure 2.10) were grouped as follows:

Transfer:	Obtain AA and transfer and transfer without AA.

Occupational:	Obtain VE degree without transfer, earn VE certificate without transfer, formulate career goals, prepare for new career, advance in current career, and maintain license or certificate.

Basic Skills:	Improve basic skills and complete credits for high school diploma.

Other:	Obtain AA without transfer, and educational development.

Unknown:	Undecided and unreported.��Uses of Measure:�The grouping of student goals to reflect the Master Plan mission can be used to show the degree of congruence between the instructional services students seek and the course offerings provided by community colleges.  It should be noted that many occupational preparation goals are satisfied through transfer goals since most vocational education classes are transferable to four-year universities.��Analysis:�For every ten students enrolled in community colleges, 5 seek preparation for transfer, 3 seek occupational training, and 2 want to improve basic skills or other educational development.  In Fall 1997, slightly more students were seeking other purposes (16.1%) and basic skills training (12.0%); otherwise, there were no significant changes or shifts in grouped student goals.��Source:�Chancellor’s Office, Management Information System��

Definition of Measure:�This measure shows the statewide total (credit and noncredit) course enrollment for each of the fourteen letter grade notations earned by students.  These letter grade notations are as of the end-of-term for students who persist in the course on or after the first census (usually the 4th week for regularly scheduled semester classes).  The traditional letter grades are A, B, C, D, and F.  CR represents credit while NC indicates no credit under a pass/fail option in lieu of traditional letter grades.  W is a withdrawal after the first census.  MW is an excusable military withdrawal.  I represents an incomplete, wherein a student has an agreement with the instructor to complete course requirements before a specified date.  UG represents ungraded, a designation used commonly for all noncredit classes.  UD represents ungraded dependent, a designation for laboratory requirements associated with a scheduled class.  RD indicates report delayed, a designation used when the instructor does not turn in the grades on time.��Uses of Measure:�An aggregate of course enrollments for each of the fourteen letter grade designations enables detailed analysis of student achievement on a grade-by-grade basis.  Since combinations of letter grades are used to measure rates for successful course completion, course retention and term-to-term persistence, a listing for each grade designation enables better understanding of these measures.  Such a listing also facilitates tracking trends for individual grades, such as percent of course enrollment receiving “W” or “I.”��Analysis:�In Fall 1997, letter grades most frequently earned were “A” by 20.8 percent of total course enrollments, “B” by 15.2 percent, and “W” by 15.0 percent.  Student grades in Fall 1997 changed very little over the prior Fall 1996 term with the exception of some increases in students receiving CR (5.9%), an F (9.4%), and decreases in I (-4.7%).��Source:�Chancellor’s Office, Management Information System��

This compares closely to 30.0 percent of all students indicating occupational training or retraining as their primary educational goal.  (See Measure 2.11.)

While overall course enrollment in Fall 1997 grew by 3.4 percent, vocational education course enrollment grew at a slightly faster rate of 4.9 percent.

Course enrollments grew most in Computer and Information Science classes (15,953 or 11.2%) and Business and Management (10,859 or 4.7%).  Course enrollments declined most in Law (1,072 or -10.3%).��Source:�Chancellor’s Office, Management Information System��
